QUALIFYING CRITERIA FOR THE MANUFACTURERS FIRST TIME SUPPLYING BLADE FLATS TO BHEL HYDERABAD

All the first time suppliers of the blade flats to BHEL Hyderabad shall confirm / fulfill the following conditions:

1.0 Manufacturing and testing facilities:

The details of the manufacturing and testing facilities of the Mills / manufacturer shall be submitted in the format enclosed as Annexure I-B for assessment by BHEL.

2.0 FIRST PIECE QUALIFICATION / PROCESS QUALIFICATION:

The first time suppliers shall explicitly confirm their acceptance for the first piece qualification / process qualification as specified in HY10764 Rev.07 & HY10766 Rev.07 which will be applicable to each size of blade flat before supplies.

Note: If any of the suppliers are able to submit the evidences of their supplies of Steam turbine blade flats (of the same material grade and sizes as mentioned the present enquiry) to M/s Siemens, they can be considered for the waivel of first piece qualification / process qualification for the same grade and size of the flat for BHEL requirement. The evidences (like material test certificates along with order copy) shall not be more than 5 years old from the date of issue of this enquiry.

3.0 CREEP TESTING OF THE PILOT LOT:
