Providing and application of Epoxy coating on RCC floor of shops in factory area to make it suitable for movement of Air Caster. Further the floor is more than 35 years old and oil - soaked. 12 VALIDITY OF OFFER:

The offer shall be kept open for acceptance for a minimum period of 90days from the date of opening of tenders from date of negotiation. 13 EXECUTION OF CONTRACT:

14 SECURITY DEPOSIT

Upon acceptance of tender, the successful tenderer must deposit the required amount of security deposit within the time specified in the letter of intent for satisfactory completion or work. 

14.1 The total amount of Security Deposit shall be as follows :

14.1.1 In the case of work costing upto Rs. 10 lakhs:- 10%.

14.1.2 Above Rs.10 lakhs upto Rs. 50 lakhs:-1 lakh+7.5 % of the amount exceeding Rs. 10 lakhs

14.2 The Security Deposit will be deposited within 15 days from the date of issue of letter of intent but before start of work in any one of the following forms.

14.2.1 The total Security Deposit as indicated in the Letter of Intent has to be submitted in  cash  or as per clause 14.2.2 herewith as under :

14.2.2 (i). 50% of the security deposit value has to be remitted by cash or in other form security and remaining 50 % of the security deposited can be deposited  in the form of Bank Guarantee from schedule bank in the prescribed proforma as per works policy of  BHEL.  (ii). Security deposit can also  be recovered by deductions from running bills @ 10% of the value of each running bill commencing from first running bill itself till the full Security Deposit is made up. In such cases 50 % of security deposit should be collected before start of work.  

14.2.3 The validity of the Bank Guarantee furnished towards Security Deposit under 14.2.2 above shall be up to the period of completion of work as stipulated in the Letter of Intent + Five Years Guarantee period + 3 months claim period.

14.3  If the value of the work done at any time exceeds the accepted agreement value, the Security Deposit shall be correspondingly enhanced and the extra Security Deposit shall be immediately deposited by the Contractor or recovered from payments due to him.

14.4 Adjustment of Earnest Money Deposit towards part of Security Deposit shall be done as per clause 10.5 above.

14.5 BHEL reserves the right to forfeit the Security Deposit in addition to other claims and    penalties in the event of the Contractor’s failure to fulfill any of the contractual obligations or in the event of termination of contract as per terms and conditions of contract.  BHEL reserves the right to set off the Security Deposit, against any claims of any other contracts with BHEL
14.6 RETURN OF SECURITY DEPOSIT: 
The Security Deposit in the form of cash / BG will be returned after completion of 5 years guarantee period.

15 No interest shall be payable by BHEL on Earnest Money, Security Deposit or on any money due to the Contractor by BHEL.

16 REJECTION OF TENDER AND OTHER CONDITIONS:

The acceptance of Tender will rest with BHEL which does not bind itself to accept any or all of the tenders and reserves to itself full rights for the following without assigning any reasons whatsoever.

16.1.1 To reject any or all of the tenders

16.1.2 To award the work in part

16.1.3 In contingency stated in 16.1.2 above to modify the time for completion suitably.

16.2 Conditional and un witnessed tenders, tenders containing absurd or unworkable rates and amounts, tenders which are incomplete or otherwise considered defective and tenders not in accordance with the tender conditions, specifications, etc., are liable to be rejected.

16.3 If a tenderer expires after the submission of his tender or after the acceptance of his tender, BHEL may at its discretion, cancel such tender.  If a partner of a firm expires after the submission of the tender or after the acceptance of the tender, BHEL may cancel such tender at its discretion unless the firm retains its character.

16.4 BHEL will not be bound by any Power of Attorney granted by the tenderer or by changes in the composition of the firm made subsequent to the execution of the contract.  BHEL may, however, recognize such Power of Attorney and changes after obtaining proper legal advice, the cost of which will be chargeable to the contractor concerned.

16.5 If the tenderer deliberately gives wrong information in his tender, BHEL reserves the right to reject such tender at any stage or to cancel the contract, if awarded and forfeit the Earnest Money/Security Deposit/any other moneys due.

1 The standard General conditions of contract of BHEL Jhansi shall form an integral part of this document. These are available at FCX office and a copy may be obtained on any working day. Please read them carefully before quoting. The following terms and expression shall have the meaning hereby assigned to them except where the context otherwise requires.

1.1 BHEL shall mean Bharat Heavy Electricals Limited, a Company registered under the Indian Companies Act, 1956 with its Registered Office at BHEL House, Siri Fort, New Delhi Pin – 110 049 or its authorised Officers or its Engineer or other employees authorised to deal with any matters with which these persons are concerned, on its behalf.

1.2 CLIENTS OF BHEL’ or ‘CUSTOMER’ shall mean the project authorities to whom BHEL is supplying the equipment’s.

1.3 CONSULTANT’ shall mean the individual, firm or Company who enters into contract with BHEL and shall include their executors, administrators, successors and permitted assigns

1.4 ‘CONTRACT ’or‘ CONTRACT DOCUMENT’ shall mean and include the agreement, the work order, the accepted appendices of rates, schedules of quantities, if any, General Conditions of Contract, Special Conditions contract, of Instructions to Tenderers, the drawings, the technical specifications, the special specifications, if any, the tender documents and the Letter of Intent/Acceptance letter issued by BHEL.  Any conditions or terms stipulated by the tenderer in the tender documents or subsequent letters shall not form part of the contract unless specifically accepted in writing by BHEL in the letter of intent and incorporated in the Agreement.

1.5 ‘TENDER DOCUMENTS’ shall mean the General Conditions of Contract and Tender Specifications

1.6 Letter of Intent shall mean the intimation by a letter/telegram /fax to the tenderer that the tender has been accepted in accordance with provision contained in that letters.  The responsibility of the contractor commences from the date of issue of this letter and all the terms and conditions of contract are applicable from this date.

1.7 COMPLETION TIME’ shall mean the period by date specified in the Letter of Intent or date mutually agreed upon for handing over the erected equipment/plant which are found acceptable by the Engineer being or required standard and conforming to the specifications of the contract.

1.9 APPROVED’, ‘DIRECTED’ or ‘INSTRUCTED’ shall mean approved, directed or instructed by BHEL.

1.10 WORK’ or ‘CONTRACT WORK’ shall mean and include supply of all categories of labour, specified consumables, tools and tackles required for complete and satisfactory site transportation, handling, stacking, storing, erecting, testing and commissioning of the equipment’s to the entire satisfaction of BHEL.

2 LAW GOVERNING THE CONTRACT AND COURT OF JURISDICTION

The contract shall be governed by the law for the time being in force in the Republic of India.  The Civil Court at Jhansi having ordinary Original Civil Jurisdiction shall alone have exclusive jurisdiction in regard to all claims in respect of this Contract.

8 Indemnity clause

The contractor must indemnify and keep indemnified BHEL- Jhansi against all losses and claims for injuries or damage to any person or property whatsoever which may arise of or in course of the operation of the contract and against all claims, demands, proceedings, damages, cost, charges and expenses whatsoever in respect of contingencies depicted herein shall be deemed as expected risk.

b. The contractor shall submit the required details as per the time schedule agreed

c. The contractor will have to bring a site order book having duplicate sheets. This will have to be presented to the Engineering Incharge during all the visits to take his instructions. One copy of this can be taken by the contractor for implementation. 

d. The contractor may bring with him Laptop computers for working as well as preparation of minutes of meetings

e. All the works shall be carried out under the direction and to the satisfaction of BHEL. 

10 MEASUREMENT OF WORK AND MODE OF PAYMENT
a. All payments due to the contractor shall be made or through 'e' payment .

b. R.A. bills payment amount shall be decided by Engineer in charge based on part of work completed.
c. All recoveries due from the contractor for the month/period shall be effected in full from corresponding running bills unless specific approval from competent authority is obtained to the contrary. The recoveries could be Income Tax, VAT, and Stamp duty on S.D etc as per BHEL rules.
d. Measurement shall be restricted to that quantity for which it is required to ascertain the financial liability of BHEL under this contract.

e. The contractor shall bear the expenditure involved if any, in meeting requirements. The contractor shall, provide all the assistance with appliances and other thing necessary for measurement or re-measurement.

f. Passing of bills covered by such measurement does not amount to acceptance by BHEL of the completion of the work measured.  Any left out work has to be completed by the Contractor, as directed.

g. Final measurement bill shall be prepared only after successful run of Air Caster and in the proforma prescribed for the purpose, based on the certificate issued by the Engineer that the entire work as stipulated in the tender specifications has been completed in all respect to the entire satisfaction of BHEL.  The Contractor shall give unqualified `No claim’ and `no demand’ certificate.  The abstract of final quantities and financial values shall also be entered in the measurement book and signed by both the parties.  The final bill shall be paid within a reasonable time after completion of the work.  After the payment of final bill, only the guarantee obligation percentage value shall remain unpaid, which will be released as per General condition of contract.
NOTE: Normally it takes approximately 60 days for the payments to be released by BHEL after recording the measurements.

11 RIGHTS OF BHEL


BHEL reserves to itself the following rights in respect of this contract without entitling the contractor to any compensation.

a. To get the work done through another agency at the risk and cost of contractor, in the event of poor progress or the contractor’s not starting the work, after once shifting it, poor progress or inability to progress the work for completion as stipulated in the contract, poor quality of work persistent disregard of instructions of BHEL assignment, transfer, subletting of the contracted work without written permission of BHEL, non-fulfillment of any contractual obligations etc. and to claim/recover compensation for such losses from the contractor including BHEL’s supervision charges and overheads from Security Deposit / other dues in addition to any other action that may be taken.

b. To withdraw any portion of work and/or to restrict/alter quantum of work as indicated in the contract during the progress of erection and get it done through another agency and/or by the departmental labour to suit BHEL’s commitments to its customer or in case BHEL decides to advance the completion due to other emergent reasons/BHEL’s obligation to its customer.

c. To terminate the contract after due notice and forfeit the Security Deposit and recover the loss sustained in getting the balance work done through other agencies in addition to liquidated damages in the event of:

i. Contractor’s continued poor progress

ii. Withdrawal from or abandonment of the work before completion of the work

iii. Corrupt act of the contractor.

iv. Insolvency of the contractor

v. Persistence disregard of the instructions of BHEL Assignment, transfer, subletting of the   contract work without BHEL’s written permission

vi. Non-fulfillment of any contractual obligations or obligations under the law

d. To recover any money due from the Contractor from out of any moneys due to the contractor under this or any other contract or from the Security Deposit.

e. To claim penalty or compensation for losses sustained including BHEL’s supervision charges and overheads in case of termination of contract and/or to levy liquidated   damages for delay in completion of work.

f. To restrict or increase the quantity and nature of work to suit site requirements, since the  tender   specification   is   based    on    preliminary  documents and   quantities furnished therein are indicative and approximate and the rates quoted shall not be subjected to revision.

g. To deploy BHEL’s skilled and semiskilled workmen in case of emergency/poor progress/deficiency in skill on the part of the employees of the contractor and to recover the expenditure on account of the same from the money due to the contractor.

h. While every endeavour will be made by BHEL to this end, BHEL cannot guarantee uninterrupted work due to conditions beyond its control.  The contractor will not be entitled to any compensation/extra payment on this account.

i. In the event of any dispute of technical nature, the decision of BHEL shall be final and binding on the Contractor.

12 CONSEQUENCES OF CANCELLATION

Whenever BHEL exercises its authority to terminate the contract and withdraw a portion of work under clause 23, the work may be got completed, by any other means, at the contractor’s risk and cost provided that in the event of the cost of completion (as certified by the Engineer which shall be final and binding on the contractor) being less than the contract value, the advantage shall accrue to BHEL. If the cost of completion exceeds the moneys due to the contractor under the contract, the contractor shall either pay the excess amount demanded by BHEL or the same shall be recovered from the contractor. This will be in addition to the forfeiture of Security Deposit and recovery of liquidated damages as per relevant clauses

a. In case BHEL completes the work under the provisions of this clause, the cost of 
          such completion to be taken into account for determining the excess cost to be 
          charged to the contractor shall consist of cost of material purchased and/or 
          labour provided by BHEL with an addition of such percentage to cover 
          supervision and establishment charges as may be decided by BHEL.

13 FORCE MAJEURE

a. The following shall amount to force majeure conditions.  Acts of God, act of any Government, war, sabotage, riots, civil commotion, police action, revolution, flood, fire, cyclone, earthquake, epidemic and other similar causes over which the contractor has no control.

b.  If the contractor suffers delay in the due execution of the contract, due to delays caused by force majeure conditions, as defined above, the agreed time for completion of the work covered by this contract shall be extended by a period of time equal to the period of any such contingency provided the contractor immediately reports about the same to BHEL in writing supported by documentary evidence but the Contractor shall not be eligible for any compensation on this account.

14 GUARANTEE AND MAINTENANCE

The satisfactory and safe performance of the work done by the contractor shall be guaranteed up to Five Years (60 months) from the date of the completion of work. During this period the responsibility of contractor shall be to make good any defect arising in the work at free of cost to BHEL Jhansi. 100% of the security deposit calculated as per BHEL Policy shall be retained by BHEL against the performance guarantee during the defect liability period. Also during this period if any repair / maintenance work is needed (where damage to EPU is attributable to mistake / mishandling by BHEL personnel or equipment) the contractor must carry out the same at the same rates as quoted in price bid within 15 days of intimation by BHEL
SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTE/JURISDICTION/ARBITRATION ETC. :-

Special Conditions of Contract
1. Any electric power required for contractors’ lighting/machinery for the purpose of work other than fabrication work shall be supplied FREE OF COST by the company at the written request of the contractor at one point subject to the observance of rules an regulations of Electric board / company. For fabrication work, electric power supplied shall be charged at Rs 66 per MT. If it is observed that power is being wasted, BHEL shall have the right to recover cost of such consumption including arrears. Power will not be allowed for cooking and room (air) heating in winter season: For this purpose, on written application chargeable power can be allowed. The rates shall be the rates applicable for industrial consumption in U.P.

Technical Specifications of Work

The specifications for work shall be as follows

I For Oil Soaked Floor
I.1 Surface Cleaning and Preparation
First remove the top of existing flooring upto 20 mm by use of chisel and hammer. This is to be followed by drilling and fixing in position by grouting shear connecters 8 mm dia MS CTD bars @ 100 mm c/c in both directions on entire floor area. Depth of drilling to be 100 mm and shear connector bars should be L shaped at top having min 35 min bend length. Micro concrete conforming to ASTM C 109:99, ASTM C307, and BS 1881 Part 207 is laid over this area to a thickness of 20 mm and the surface to be leveled as per tolerances required for movement of Air caster as instructed by Engineer-in-Charge. The surface is cured and then left to dry till the moisture content is reduced to less than 5 %. Once the desired surface dryness is reached, the surface is to be cleaned by scarifying / grinding to remove all dirt, laitance, loose concrete and all foreign matter. After cleaning, the surface is wiped with xylene dipped cloth to remove all dust particles and make the surface ready for application of epoxy primer coat.
I.2 Treatment of Construction / Control Joints 

Construction / Control Joints should be treated with Epoxy Mortar confirming to ASTM C-811-90 Type 2 & 4, First clean the groove with the help of Vacuum cleaner and other mechanical tools, including primer coat over laid by Epoxy Mortar.
I.3 Expansion Joint

Expansion Joint if needed shall be cut by the applicator in the concrete @30mm to the required depth & width. Then expansion joints edges shall be checked if required to repair it with Epoxy Mortar confirming to ASTM C-811-90 Type 2 & 4 upto the correct width, clean all sort of loose dust, oil grease etc. by means of vacuum cleaner, air blower and other mechanical tools. Put the backer rod of 30mm in the Expansion Joint & leave the 12.5mm depth from the top of the expansion joint & filled 12.5mm depth with Polyurethane Sealant. Expansion Joint Filling Size 30mm width X 12.5mm depth. The repairing of the floor is done with Epoxy Mortar.
I.4 Epoxy Poly Urethane (EPU)  Coating for Air caster
On the cleaned surface, two component epoxy primer is applied with brush / iron plate /roller for good bonding between micro concrete surface and epoxy flooring system and left to dry. Once the surface has dried, second coat of epoxy primer is to be applied and left to dry. Self leveling epoxy screed is now applied to the primed surface with notch trowel and spike roller. The epoxy screed shall be applied for a thickness of 3 mm and must possess minimum compressive strength of 25 N / sq mm in addition to adequate flexural and tensile strength. All entrapped air must be removed by rolling with spike roller over the self leveling screed surface and the surface is left to dry for 24 hrs. On the dried surface, epoxy primer is applied and followed by EPU self leveling three component top coat of desired colour having minimum compressive strength of 25 N/ sq mm, minimum coefficient of static friction  µ = 0.4, surface roughness Ra: 6.3µm - 12.5 µm and surface evenness as per tolerance levels for Air Caster movement. The final surface must be completely free from any cracks, steps and joints.
II For Normal Floor
II.1 Surface Cleaning and Preparation
Cleaning of Surface free from dust, dirt, moisture, oil & all foreign material from the floor. All floor is to be cleaned by means of scrubber. Acid itching is done to the floor followed by alkaline wash and then it is cleaned by healthy water wash. Then the floor is cleaned by using the solvent/degreaser/cleaner to remove all residues. For floor cleaning all mechanized equipments are to be used like scrubber, sanders, hot air blowers, vacuum cleaners, moisture test machine etc
II.2 Treatment of Construction / Control Joints 

Construction / Control Joints should be treated with Epoxy Mortar confirming to ASTM C-811-90 Type 2 & 4, First clean the groove with the help of Vacuum cleaner and other mechanical tools, including primer coat over laid by Epoxy Mortar.
II.3 Expansion Joint

Expansion Joint if needed shall be cut by the applicator in the concrete @30mm to the required depth & width. Then expansion joints edges shall be checked if required to repair it with Epoxy Mortar confirming to ASTM C-811-90 Type 2 & 4 upto the correct width, clean all sort of loose dust, oil grease etc. by means of vacuum cleaner, air blower and other mechanical tools. II.4 Leveling with Epoxy screed

Repairing of cracks, crumbled joints small size damages and undulations found in the existing floor. All loose material has to be removed then filled with epoxy screed having minimum compressive strength of 25 N / sq mm in addition to adequate flexural and tensile strength to the required thickness to bring the level within tolerance limits for Air Caster movement
II.5 Epoxy Poly Urethane (EPU)   Coating for Air caster
On the cleaned surface, two component epoxy primer is applied with brush / iron plate /roller for good bonding between micro concrete surface and epoxy flooring system and left to dry. Once the surface has dried, second coat of epoxy primer is to be applied and left to dry. Self leveling epoxy screed is now applied to the primed surface with notch trowel and spike roller. The epoxy screed shall be applied for a thickness of 3 mm and must possess minimum compressive strength of 25 N / sq mm in addition to adequate flexural and tensile strength. All entrapped air must be removed by rolling with spike roller over the self leveling screed surface and the surface is left to dry for 24 hrs. On the dried surface, epoxy primer is applied and followed by EPU self leveling three component top coat of desired colour having minimum compressive strength of 25 N/ sq mm, minimum coefficient of static friction  µ = 0.4, surface roughness Ra: 6.3µm - 12.5 µm and surface evenness as per tolerance levels for Air Caster movement. The final surface must be completely free from any cracks, steps and joints.
