The Price Bids of all the qualified bidders shall be opened on a scheduled date which will be informed to all the qualified bidders and sufficient time will be provided in order enable the bidders to attend the opening. Annexure – “B”

TECHNO-COMERCIAL TERMS & CONDITIONS

1. The contractor shall carryout and completes the said allotted work to the entire satisfaction of any officials duly nominated by the Company. The successful contractor shall have to enter into a contract with BHEL for a period of six months i.e., from the date of award of contract.

a. The requirement is for Two (02) Nos. of 3 MT lifting capacity Fork Lifter for the period of six months.

2. The fuel (Diesel) only will be provided by BHEL.

3. The  Fork Lifter  hire  charges  quoted shall include  the cost of  Fork Lifter, operating personnel, viz., supervisor, driver, labors for 3 MT lifting capacity Fork Lifter and all other costs to be incurred by the contractor in the execution of the contract and shall be inclusive of all Taxes and Duties. Service Tax if applicable shall be paid extra on submission of requisite documents.

4. The details of the working hours for both the fork lifters is as follows:

a. One Fork lifter is required for our Production Department, for which the working hours will be 0600 Hrs to 2300 Hrs.

b. Other of the Fork lifter is required for Stores Department, for which the working hours will be 0930 Hrs to 1800 Hrs.

The contractor has to supply the Fork Lifter on Sundays/Holidays also with the same rate provided information regarding requirement is given to him one day in advance. The contractor has also to work on extra time if required on prior intimation whenever the Fork Lifter is required on urgent work basis beyond the hours mentioned above. The payment for this extra work shall be made on hourly basis.
5. The Contract will be finalized based on L1 quoted price and BHEL reserves the right to negotiate with L1.
6. Normally the Fork Lifter will be engaged within the factory, but in case of exceptional urgencies the Fork Lifter will be utilized for movement of materials to and from our sub contractors as and when required i.e. within a range of 5 Km.

7. The contractor shall not sublet the contract under any circumstances.

8. The contractor has to prepare and maintain a daily log sheet indicating the work done in the Performa prescribed in THREE copies and get endorsement daily from the company's representative which he has to submit at the end of the month for payment.

9. The company (BHEL) shall not be liable in any way for any injury  of whatsoever  nature, loss of life or any other loss either to  the personnel  of the contractor or his Fork Lifter sustained during  the course  of execution of work entrusted to him in the  performance of  the  contract. The contractor is responsible for compliance with all prevalent safety rules, labour laws etc. as laid down by State Govt./Central Govt./Statutory bodies. It is the responsibility of the contractor to ensure proper Insurance coverage to all the persons deployed by him.

10. Arrangements will be made by the company for issue of pass for entry of contractor's men and Fork Lifters inside the factory and for movement within the factory premises in the performance of the contract.

11. The contractor shall submit his bills once in a month supported by the authenticated log sheet and payment will be done within 30 to 45 days.

12. In case of any breach of the terms and conditions of the contract on the part of the contractors, the security deposit shall be forfeited either wholly or in part at the discretion of the company.

13. The contractor shall indemnify and compensate BHEL  for  any loss or damage due to the negligence of contractor, his  workmen, representatives  or  otherwise while  transporting,   loading   and  unloading   of   materials   or  otherwise . The loss or damage so suffered by BHEL shall be adjusted or recovered from the security deposit made by the contractor or any other sum due to him by BHEL.

14. The Fork Lifter should be fit in running condition and should give trouble free service. BHEL officials will physically see the Fork Lifter conditions and verify all valid documents like Registration certificate, Road Permit, Pollution Certificate, Insurance etc., and copies should be given.  The contractor should indicate in their offer their Fork Lifter's Registration Number and year of manufacture.

15. The model of any of the Fork Lifter’s should not be older than Sep 2008.
16. All taxes and duties livable under any laws or rules shall be paid by the contractor and the rate quoted by the contractor includes all costs to contractor and all Taxes and duties.

17. The contractor should be a PAN holder and furnish documentary proof of the same.

18. Working Hours : Fork Lifters are to be arranged on all working days for following shifts:

a. Ist Fork lifter: Shift A & B from 0600 Hrs. to 2300 Hrs. (16 working hours +  01  hour for lunch )

b. IInd Fork Lifter: General Shift from 0930 Hrs. to 1800 Hrs. (08 working hours +  ½  hour for lunch )

19. The offer should be quoted separately for 16 working hours per day per month and 08 working hours per day per month.

20. The contractor should also quote the rate for extra duty after shifts on per hour basis.

21. The contractor shall abide by the BHEL security rules and provide/observe such safety requirements as per the Factories Act.

22. In the event of any suit or legal proceedings arising for or incidental to the contract, the jurisdiction of courts at Tarn Taran only shall apply.

23. The Fork Lifters should be in the operational disposal of BHEL and the Fork Lifters will be used in BHEL, Goindwal at various work places including steel yards where it has to be used for loading, unloading and carrying to various places within the plant.  It  should  be  able  to  carry  the  lengthy  items   of  structures, pipes, barstock etc. from place to place within the plant and also to outside BHEL ancillaries. It will also be utilized for loading, unloading and transportation of castings, forgings, structural wooden boxes and cut pieces etc. for our day to day production purpose. The Fork Lifter should be supplied intact with all the necessary approvals from the Authorities  concerned and  driver  should have a valid license for driving heavy duty commercial Fork Lifters. The Fork Lifter should also have operating personnel for handling day to day activities. The work will be allotted to the operating personnel of the Fork Lifter and he has to perform the work to the satisfaction of the Officers concerned and he should take entire responsibility for safe loading, unloading and carrying it to the places wherever the materials are required to be moved. The contractor will make all the arrangements for maintenance in advance so that no disturbance of the work is allowed when the Fork Lifter is in the operation. For periods under break down, no payment will be made to the contractor. In case of recurrent break downs of the Fork Lifter, BHEL reserves the right to cancel the contract. 

24. The rates to be kept firm for the duration of the contract. 

25. The contractor should be in a position to supply similar Fork Lifter in case of failure of original Fork Lifter within 24 hours otherwise penalty will be imposed as per clause no. 26.

26. A penalty of Rs.1000/- (Rupees One thousand only) per day shall be recovered for every day of non-supply of Fork Lifters from the bills or Security Deposit or both.

27. The contract will be finalized on lowest landed cost to BHEL basis.

28. The  successful  contractor shall  deposit  a  security  deposit  @ 10% of the value of the contract within 10  days  from  the  date of receipt of the letter of  award  of  contract,  failing which the letter of award of contract shall be treated as  cancelled and contract will be offered to L2.
