General Terms and Conditions

1. BIDDER TO INFORM HIMSELF FULLY:

1.1. The bidder shall closely peruse all the clauses, specifications, drawings etc., specified in the tender documents, and the offer made should be in accordance with these documents. If bidder requires any clarification and additional information on any of the tender documents/conditions, the bidder shall contact the BHEL Official inviting bids at the earliest.

1.2. Bidders are advised to study all the tender documents carefully and submit their offer and the Bidder obliged to honor the offer without any modifications. Any offer not meeting the scope/specifications, terms, conditions, and any other clause specified in the tender documents shall be liable to be rejected. 

2. PROCEDURE FOR SUBMISSION OF BIDS

2.1 Tender documents may be obtained from Sr DGM, Purchase/CMM, Admin Building, 4th Floor, BHEL, Ramachandrapuram, Hyderabad or Tender documents may be downloaded from http://bhel.com/tender/list_tender.php.
2.2 EMD: EMD of Rs 50,000/ shall be paid with the offer, in the form of Demand Draft from any nationalized bank / scheduled bank, drawn in favour of M/s Bharat Heavy Electricals Limited, Ramachandrapuram,  Payable at Hyderabad. 
2.3 The Techno-Commercial bid and Price Bid shall be submitted on or before 11:00 Hrs of the due date indicated in the tender notice.

2.4 Offer shall be made in two parts in separate envelopes, as specified below.

Part-I: Techno-Commercial Bid 

This part shall consist of the following documents in a separate envelope:

a. Demand Draft for Rs 50,000/ towards EMD (Earnest Money Deposit). 
b. The Scope and Technical Specifications as per the format given in Annexure-I, duly signed.
c. Proof / record of Bidder’s experience and / or qualification criteria as required.
d. Price Bid without price/values as per Annexure-II indicating the % of Statutory Levies/Taxes, duly signed by Authorised signatory.
e. The General Terms and Conditions as given in Annexure-III, duly signed.
f. Bidder may include literature/leaflets, which is relevant to the offer and no general literature shall be enclosed.
g. The offer shall not contain any counter Conditions / Terms by the bidder.
Part-II: Price Bid 


This part shall consist of the following documents in a separate envelope:

a. Price Bid as per the format defined in Annexure-II. The prices shall be quoted in Indian Rupees only.
b. Price Bid shall not contain any technical details and/or Techno-Commercial terms/conditions.

Late / delayed Bids will be rejected. 
5. BID  OPENING
5.1 PART-I (Techno-commercial bid) shall be opened on the due date and time as specified in the Tender Notification, in the presence of bidders who may like to attend.  Part-II (Price Bid) shall be opened only for such offers, which have qualified in PART-I.
5.2 For Price Bid Bid (Part-II) opening, date and time of Price opening shall be intimated to the bidders qualified in PART-I.
5.3 Not more than two representatives will be permitted to be present for the tender opening. 

5.4 Unsolicited bids shall not be entertained. Unsolicited revised Price Bids also, shall not be entertained at any stage of the tendering process. 
5.5 No Literature / Data Sheets other than what is relevant for the offer shall be enclosed. All such enclosures shall be considered as unread and also will not be considered as part of the quotation.
5.6 BHEL reserves the right to carry out negotiations with bidder on the tender offer / price.

6. VALIDFITY OF OFFER

6.1 The offer shall have a minimum validity period of Three months from Tender Opening Date.

7. DELIVERY CONDITIONS and PENALTY
3.1 Delivery: Goods shall be delivered at BHEL, Ramachandrapuram, Hyderabad, with documents. No delivery charges / any other charges will be applicable.
3.2 Delivery Schedule: All items shall be supplied within EIGHT WEEKS. 

3.3 Materials not meeting the specifications shall be replaced with the specified delivery period.
3.4 Penalty at 1/2% per week subject to a max. of 10% of order value. 
3.5 TERMINATION: BHEL reserves the right to cancel the order for delay beyond the specified delivery date, without any monetary or legal obligations.
8. PAYMENT TERMS 
3.6 100% payment will be made on receipt and acceptance of materials within 90 days from the date of despatch / Invoice. Payment to SSI Units (Registered with BHEL) will be made within 45 days from the date of despatch / invoice. In no case BHEL shall accept to pay advance / liability towards interest.
9. TENDER EVALUATION

9.1 The offers will be evaluated based on Total Value for all the Items through 'Reverse Auction'.
9.2 No weightage or preference will be given for higher/additional warranty/configuration/rating, than what is required as per tender specifications.
9.3 IMPORTANT:. BHEL reserves the right to process the tender through reverse auction or by opening the price bids. In case BHEL decides to process the tender by opening the price bids instead of reverse auction, the tender evaluation will be made based on the price bid (PART-II of Tender) submitted.
10. LANGUAGE AND CORRECTIONS

7.1 The offer shall be in English only and international numerals shall be used.

11. ALTERATIONS, REJCTION OF BID AND OTHER CONDITIONS

8.1 BHEL reserves the right to reject the technical offer at any stage of the tender with proper reasons.

8.2 Bidders are requested to provide complete data / information as required by the tender documents. Any format not properly filled, partially filled or not filled or documents not provided will make the bid liable for rejection.
8.3 Equipment offered must have certifications as per the tender requirement and/or  as applicable by relevant standard. Future expectations of certification, conditional certifications, variation in certification and certification for equipment different from the make and model offered in the bid is not acceptable. 

8.4 If required BHEL is entitled to ask for any equipment for evaluation and all bidders are requested to note that they shall provide equipment exactly as per specification without any charge and precondition(s) to BHEL within 72 hours of receiving such notice. Upon completion of such evaluation BHEL shall return the equipment to the bidder. 
8.5 No change in specifications, clauses of contract, Terms and Conditions etc shall be entertained by BHEL under any circumstances.
8.6 Any clarification pertaining to this tender can be obtained from  Sr DGM, Purchase(CMM), BHEL, RCPuram, Hyderabad on all working days of BHEL between 14:00 Hrs to 16:00 Hrs. Bidders are requested to seek appointment on telephone 040-23185127.
