7. Every contractor shall submit a notice regarding commencement and completion of work in Form-VI A&B (Rule 25 (viii) & 81 (3) to personnel department, IR Section through his contract executing officer, for forwarding the same to State Labour Department. 
8. The contractor shall make himself or his authorised representative available at the work spot everyday during execution of work, for effective supervision. 
9. The contractor shall attend to all inspections notified/conducted by the HR/Personnel department, Labour department, P.F authorities, Factory Inspections, ESI inspectors, or any other such authorities. 
10. Non-compliance of any provisions under the act/rule/instructions/guidelines shall make the contractor liable for penal action including termination of contract. 
11. Contractor shall furnish in a separate letter his place of residence and postal address.  The delivery at the above named place or posting in a Post Box regularly maintained by the Post and Telegraph Department or sending letters registered for acknowledgement of any notice, letter or other communication to the contractor shall be deemed sufficient service there of upon the contractor.  Change in address shall come into force at any time by an instrument executed by the contractor and delivered to the BHEL official who has signed the contract. 
12. Contractor must understand thoroughly the scope of proposed work in detail and all conditions affecting the work before entering into the contract.  There shall not be at any time, dispute/complaint of any misunderstanding with regard to nature or omission of the work to be done nor shall any application for compensation in terms of time and money shall be accepted by BHEL regarding the above.

INTRODUCTION
BHEL has requirement for piping work of Planetary Gear Box Assemblies planned in Pulverisers division. The Piping work is to be done on Works Contract basis. All individual Pipes, in running length and other associated items shall be given to the contractor. Contractor has to study the relevant drawings, bend the Pipes, weld TIG joints wherever necessary, cut to size and bend wherever necessary.

Facility for drilling will be provided by BHEL.

Machining wherever necessary will be done by BHEL.

Contractor shall have metric size bending dies for bending. The pipes used are of Carbon Steel and some of the sizes are Dia 12x1,Dia 18x1.5, Dia 28x2, Dia 42x2, Dia 60.3x3.91,etc.

All the Pipes shall be thoroughly cleaned and sent to 08 Shop for Acid Picking. BHEL shall arrange the Pickling in 08 Shop.

All the Pipe Assemblies are to be shown to BHEL QC for inspection. NDT like LPI hYd.test wherever Applicable will be done by the contractor . The necessary consumables for the above operations will be supplied by BHEL.

WPS as mentioned in the respective Drawings (which shall be issued along with Tender Documents) is to be followed. Contractor to arrange TIG Welding facility.

All the consumables for welding will be provided by BHEL. For MAW the welding machine will be provided by BHEL and necessary compressed air and power connection will be given by BHEL.

All the Piping work to be fitted by the Contractor during assembly work and this includes Assembly of Oil Headers also. This assembly is stage wise assembly and to be done along with Planetary Gear Box Assembly.

The Contractor shall keep a batch of skilled fitters, welder, helper and a Supervisor and the same shall be available all through when assembly work is being carried out. At no point of time, should the assembly work be held up for want of Contractor Personnel. Else, the Contractor shall be penalized.
