TERMS AND CONDITIONS 

1. Tender priority for Sl.no: I to IV of the Price Bid will be decided separately. BHEL will appoint only one agency for the works against Slno: I to IV of the price bid based on over all tender priority for Sl.no: I to IV of the Price bid.  Liaison with Jt.DGFT Hyderabad is required for these works. 
2. Tender priority for item V of the Price bid , i.e. Closure of PI bonds, will be decided separately for which liaison has to be done with Mumbai Customs. Agent should quote the rates only if they have a tie up at Mumbai for dealing with Mumbai customs. Appointment of agent for item V of the price bid will be decided separately based on the response and the Price. 
3. Charges required for arranging Chartered Engineer Certificate / Chartered Accountant Certificate shall be quoted separately. Normally BHEL will arrange these certificates.  Reimbursement will be made if BHEL asks the agent to arrange for the same.  

4. Charges for bond paper, xerox and stationery required to make the application (No. of copies as applicable) shall be included in the price and not payable extra. 
5. Payment : 100% payment will be made within 45 days of completion of activity as indicated in the scope of work. There is no provision for any advance payment.
