Free issues made by BHEL

1. All consumables like welding rods, oxy-acetylene gas, nuts, bolts, MS Sheets and other required materials  will be supplied  by BHEL with out any  charge.

2.  Electrical power will be supplied  by BHEL at free of charge.

3.    DEBRIES generated  during dismantling   should be transported to scrap yard ( place will be shown by shop maintenance incharge)
CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS:

1) Sufficient skilled/ unskilled persons along with experience welder should be engaged.

2) Security Deposit clause is applicable, rate of SD is 10%. 

3) Contractor should pay at least minimum wages to the contract labour engaged.

4) Progressive  Payment will be arranged for the completed work on submission of bill.               Bill claim with HR Clearance should be submitted to 04 Maintenance section in charge. 

5) Contractor shall follow General   terms and conditions applicable to works contracts.
6) Man power engaged should have basic work  experience i.e in handling fabrication works. 

7) Contractor should commence the work    immediately on receipt of work order.  Delays if any  for want of raw materials should be reported to site in charge.   or  delays in execution/ completion will attract penalty  @ 1/2% per week on the total contract value to a maximum extent  of 10%

8) Contractor shall arrange Group Insurance and shall extend all relevant statutory rules to the Workers engaged.

9)   Contractor shall provide personnel protective equipment like safety uniform, safety shoe, any other heat proof equipment etc and should see that they will wear properly during execution of  work. 

10) Contract operates on Unit rates.  No revision of rates will be taken place.

11) The contractor is wholly responsible for any loss of life or partial disability of any of their labour  while on duty

12) In case of occurrence of any accident/ injury of contractor’s staff, BHEL will not pay any compensation while they are on duty and contractor has to take care of health of workers under statutory obligation.

13) Above mentioned work shall be executed in accordance with the general agreement conditions applicable to job works as per OMI-195. A copy of the same can be had in soft or hard copy from the undersigned.

14) Upon awardal of the work, the contractor has to execute an agreement with BHEL on a non- judicial stamp paper   as per General Agreement Conditions before commencement of work.

I. OBLIGATIONS OF THE CONTRACTORS   
1. If the tender is made by an individual, it shall be signed with his full name and his address shall be furnished.  If it is made by firm, it shall be signed with the co-partnership name by a member of the firm, who shall also sign his own name, also furnish the name and address of each member of the firm.  If the tender is made by a corporation, it shall be signed by a duly authorized Officer who shall produce with the tender, satisfactory evidence of his authorization.  Such tendering corporation/firm is required to furnish evidence of its existence along with bid.

2. The EMD will be refunded to the unsuccessful Tenderers on application after rejection of the tender is intimated.  The earnest money will be retained in the case of the successful tenderers and either of the cases will not carry any interest.  It will be dealt with as provided in the conditions attached to the tender.

3. Whenever a tender is to be accepted, the tenderer, whose tender is under consideration, shall attend the Office of " Officer Inviting the Tender " on the date fixed by written intimation to him.  He shall forthwith, upon intimation being given to him by the " Officer Inviting the Tender” for acceptance of his tender, complete the execution of the agreement by signing all documents connected therewith.  Failure to do so and not to commence the work within one month from the date of intimation shall entail forfeiture of the earnest money.

4. Tenderers shall persue carefully the instructions and directions to the parties given in the tender document and the conditions there of and all other relevant documents before quoting the rates for the work.  The approximate quantity of work to be executed under each class is given in the schedule.  The quantities are given with a view to enable tenderer to quote his overall rate for each class of work in the tender form and for a uniform comparison of tenders.  It shall be definitely understood that the schedule is liable to alterations at the discretion of accepting authority.

5. Tenderers shall keep the offer valid for a period of 90 days from the date of opening of tender.  After submitting the tender, he will not recall his offer or modify the terms and conditions thereof.  Should the tenderer fail to observe or comply with the foregoing stipulations, the EMD shall be forfeited.

6. Tenderers have to quote their rates in the tender schedule legibly written in figures and words and those not submitted in proper form, offer is  liable for rejection.

7. The submission of tender shall be strictly in accordance with the terms and conditions stipulated in this tender notice.  No counter conditions will be acceptable or valid.

8. Contractor shall be deemed to have included in his tender price of all the plant, machinery and appliances required for the purpose of all operations connected with the work embraced under the contract to secure a satisfactory quality of work and rate of progress which in the opinion of the " Contract Signing Officer" will ensure the completion of the work within the time specified.

9. BHEL is having every right to split the schedule and to award the work to single or more  parties on the lowest offered rates basis.

10. BHEL is having right to call the lowest bidder for price negotiations, if the rate or amount quoted by contractor is felt on higher side. In such cases contractor should attend negotiations with full details.  

11.  BHEL may request the contractor for extending the contract  for  likely  works with same terms and conditions.

12. The rates quoted by the contractor should be firm for the contract period.  There shall be no revision in contract rates during the period of the contract.  

13. The contractor must have phone facility at his office/ residence or cellular phone for proper communication.

14. Withdrawal from contract during contract period in BHEL will entail forfeiture of EMD & Security Deposit. 

15. In case the contractor does not execute the work awarded to him as per the terms and conditions of the agreement, the same shall be got executed by some other contractor and the excess cost incurred shall be recovered from the contractor’s security deposit/pending bills. 

16. The contract agreement shall be entered with BHEL, Ramachandrapuram,  Hyderabad on valid non judicial stamp paper of the value of Rs100/- to be purchased by the contractor at his own cost.

17. Labour engaged by the contractor should be disciplined & exhibit good behaviour in dealing with employees of BHEL. Any misbehavior or conduct of any Peron engaged by the contractor is not good, contractor shall change that person immediately or else it may even lead to termination of the contract & security deposit will be forfeited as penalty.

18. The Executing Officer shall ensure the execution of work on quantifiable basis taking into account equipment and machinery deployed rather than availability of technicians.

19. Disputes, grievances between the contractor and his labour, will have to be settled by the contractor only.

20. The labour employed by the contractor, if found in abetting any of fellow labour or contractors or any BHEL employee, the same shall be considered as an act of indiscipline.  Such laborers shall be removed from the services of the contractor, on the advice of BHEL.  Further the contractor shall initiate every necessary action in accordance with the relevant Laws, Rules & Regulations and enactments of state and Central Governments.
21. Earnest Money Deposit:  

Earnest Money is to be paid by each tenderer to ensure that the tenderer does not refuse to execute the work after it is awarded to him.  The rate of earnest money deposit shall be as per tender schedule.
