General Terms & conditions.                                                 

We are procuring Slack coal Grade-E from M/s Central Coal Fields , Kolkata & Steam coal of grade- “B” or ROM coal grade-C/D from M/s Eastern coal fields, Kolkata. The period of this contract for coal handling will be from 16/9/2006 to 15/9/2007. The approx quantity to be handled during this period will be approx. 31500 MT for slack coal &   7000 MT for steam coal.

1. Vendor will ensure that for Slack Coal only grade- E  program is submitted to M/s CCL & for Steam coal grade -B or ROM coal grade -C/D programme is submitted to M/s ECL. The coal supplied will be of desired grade only.

2. After receipt of coal in our plant, joint sampling of the coal shall be done. In case no representative of the vendor is available at site then sampling shall be done by BHEL without any prior intimation.  

3. The coal sample will be tested in our chemical lab only. The test results of the lab shall be binding on the vendor. Vendor shall be permitted to witness the testing of the sample.

4.  In case the useful heat value (UHV) of coal received at Haridwar is found lower than the minimum specified parameter i.e. 3000 Kcal/kg for slack coal, 5600 Kcal/kg for  steam coal grade B & , 5200 Kcal/kg for  ROM coal grade B, 3800 Kcal/kg for  ROM coal grade  C & 3400 Kcal/kg for ROM coal grade D during testing in our lab, pro-rata penalty shall be imposed on the vendor i.e. Rs 28 per MT on every fall of 100 Kcal than the minimum specified limit. 

5. Vendor will ensure loading of coal within permissible limits & will avoid overloading at colliery point prior to the movement of coal. Vendor will bear the full penalty charges  for the overloading at the colliery point only. The penalty on this account shall be limited to the bill value of that particular rake of coal. 

6. Vendor will furnish security deposit in the form of bank guarantee/cash/demand draft or Pay order for Rs 2.5 lacs. The bank gaurentee shall be valid for full contract period plus 2 months for claim period (security deposit will be in the name of BHEL Hardwar).

7. Payment Terms: Payment will be made after receipt of coal in our plant. Original & second copy of bill will be addressed to Sr. Manager (Finance stores bill). BHEL Ranipur Haridwar. Contract no, RR no and date, Weight as per RR, challan no. of M/s Central Coal Fields/ M/s Eastern coal fields, Kolkata as applicable shall be mentioned on the bills.

8. The third copy of bill will be sent to DGM (PPX-Central).

9. All deductions on account of penal freight & quality of coal shall be made from vendor’s bills. The total penalty on all accounts / rakes put together will be limited to 50% of payable amount to the contract for that particular rake. 
10. All bank guarantees should be from one of the BHEL consortium banks & bank gaurentee should be in the Performa as prescribed by BHEL. The Performa bank Gaurentee as well as the list of consortium banks is displayed at BHEL web site www.bhelhwr.co.in . However in case the bank guarantee is not from BHEL Consortium banks , then the vendor has to confirm bank guarantee on  any of our consortium bank & the bank charges are to be borne by the bidder.

11. For indigenous source: the venue of arbitration shall be Haridwar courts which will have exclusive jurisdiction.

12. All coal supplies are to be made against BHEL’s sanctioned quota.

13. The tender is being called in two parts i.e. (i) technical cum commercial offer (ii) price bid. The amount of earnest money to be deposited along with the technical cum commercial bid. The earnest money against this tender is Rs one lac. Intending vendors must remit the tender fee of Rs 2000.00 for indigenous supplier (equivalent currency $50 /Euro 40 from foreign vendors against the tender.

SCOPE OF WORK will be as given below:
1- Liaison work at Short-terms linkage committee (SLC) meeting at Delhi –To attend the S. L. C. meetings representing BHEL for getting sanction of Coal as per Long-term Linkage on quarterly basis.
2- To submit Coal program with M/S CCL/ECL and coordinate with M/S CCL/ECL & Director (Movement Railway), Kolkata after getting it consented from M/S CCL/ECL Kolkata. To get the program sanctioned from Railways for the sanctioned grade of Coal and ensure for timely allotment and placement of wagons.
3- To ensure high calorific value good quality Slack & Steam Coal of desired grade is loaded into wagons i.e. 3000 Kcal / Kg for Slack Coal, 5600 Kcal/Kg for steam coal grade ‘B’, 5200 Kcal/Kg for ROM coal grade ‘B, 3800 Kcal / kg for ROM coal grade C & 3400 Kcal / Kg ROM coal grade ‘D’.

5- To ensure despatch of Coal as per specified schedule.

6- To liaison on behalf of BHEL with Railways, Coal India Ltd., Railway Board, Ministry of Coal at New Delhi and other concerned agencies for sorting out problems arising from time to time.

7- Lodging claims with Railway against undelivered wagons or pilferage during transit.

8- To furnish loading information over phone/fax followed by loading advice.

9- To send Railway receipts and other relevant documents as soon as released by the concerned authorities.

10-  To collect D/D of Railway freight from ROD-Kolkata and deliver them to E.C Railway’s Patna office.
