1. If the tender is made by an individual, it shall be signed with his full name and his address shall be furnished.  If it is made by firm, it shall be signed with the co-partnership name by a member of the firm, who shall also sign his own name, also furnish the name and address of each member of the firm.  If the tender is made by a corporation, it shall be signed by a duly authorized Officer who shall produce with the tender, satisfactory evidence of his authorization. 2. The EMD will be refunded to the unsuccessful Tenderers on application after rejection of the tender is intimated. 3. Whenever a tender is to be accepted, the tenderer, whose tender is under consideration, shall attend the Office of " Officer Inviting the Tender " on the date fixed by written intimation to him.
