No other means of payment shall be accepted.

Pre-Qualification Requirements  :  

i) a) Experience in operation & maintenance of heavy duty mobile cranes.
b) Operators should have valid License to operate Heavy duty equipment issued by Transport Authority.

 c) Operators should have required skills to handle heavy jobs.
ii) Contractors shall furnish (i) ESI code, (ii) Valid Labour License for execution of activities specified in the tender schedule irrespective of the number of labour engaged by contractor.  (iii) PAN number.

Other Conditions:

i) Tender bids without EMD are liable for rejection.

d) Annexure-I, Annexure-II & Annexure-III duly signed on all pages.

ii) Price bid consisting of Annexure – IV duly signed

Annexure-I

Terms & Conditions for entering into contract for Operation & Maintenance of Heavy Duty Mobile Cranes for 2006-07
___________________________________________________________________________
1. Mobile Crane Operators should have sufficient skill and experience to Operate and Maintain Tata P&H Cranes & Escort Cranes.

2. Quotation must be valid for a minimum period of 90 days.

3. Work shall be started immediately after agreement. Also, any delay in starting the work on day to day basis a penalty of half percent per day shall be levied to a maximum of 10% of contract value.
4. Work shall be done in the premises of BHEL, Hyderabad plant.

5. All spares consumables like oil, lubricants, grease, diesel, gas, electrodes, cotton waste etc. will be provided by BHEL free of cost to carry out the maintenance of heavy duty mobile cranes.
6. To carry out the maintenance works BHEL will provide compressed air, welding set and crane facility along with operator, if required on free of cost basis.

7. D-Shackles wire rope and slings may be provided by BHEL free of charges subject to availability.

8. All necessary spares will be supplied by BHEL on free of cost basis to contractor to carry out maintenance of Heavy duty Mobile cranes.

9. It is the responsibility of the contractor to take precautions for safe working and avoid any damage to the property / equipment lying nearby, failing which the cost towards the repair / replacement will be recovered from the contractor.

10. It is the responsibility of the contractor to follow the safety precautions & use PPE's (Personnel Protection equipment) while carrying out the work as per the extent statutory rules.

11. Schedule of work: As Per Annexure - II

13. Payment Terms: Payment will be made on monthly basis to the contractor after receiving the bill and will be settled within the shortest possible time.
14. If contractor desires for accommodation for their operators in BHEL township, BHEL may provide company quarters subject to their availability on commercial rent basis fixed by township administration.

15. Contractor shall not engage Ex-employees of BHEL, R.C.Puram, Hyderabad, assurance should be given before undertaking the work.

16. Operators & Mechanics should be brought under group insurance scheme by the contractor.

17. If the tender is made by an individual, it shall be signed with his full name and his address shall be furnished.  If it is made by firm, it shall be signed with the co-partnership name by a member of the firm, who shall also sign his own name, also furnish the name and address of each member of the firm.  If the tender is made by a corporation, it shall be signed by a duly authorised Officer who shall produce with the tender, satisfactory evidence of his authorisation.  Such tendering corporation/firm is required to furnish evidence of its existence along with bid.

18. The EMD given by all unsuccessful Tenderers shall be refunded normally within fifteen days of acceptance of award of work by successful tenderer. 

EMD shall not carry any interest.  

19. Whenever a tender is to be accepted, the tenderer, whose tender is under consideration, shall attend the Office of " Officer Inviting the Tender " on the date fixed by written intimation to him.  He shall forthwith, upon intimation being given to him by the "Officer Inviting the Tender" for acceptance of his tender, complete the execution of the agreement by signing all documents connected therewith.  Failure to do so and not to commence the work immediately penalty will be levied at 1% per week of the total contract value upto maximum 10% shall also entail forfeiture of the earnest money.

20. Tenderers shall peruse carefully the instructions and directions to the parties given in the tender document and the conditions there of and all other relevant documents before quoting the rates for the work.  The approximate quantity of work to be executed under each class is given in the schedule.  The quantities are given with a view to enable tenderer to quote his overall rate for each class of work in the tender form and for a uniform comparison of tenders.  It shall be definitely understood that the schedule is liable to alterations at the discretion of accepting authority.

21. Tenderers shall keep the offer valid for a period of 90 days from the date of opening of tender.  After submitting the tender, he will not recall his offer or modify the terms and conditions thereof.  Should the tenderer fail to observe or comply with the foregoing stipulations, the EMD shall be forfeited.

22. Tenderers have to quote their rates in the tender schedule legibly written in figures and words and those not submitted in proper form are liable for rejection.

23. The submission of tender shall be strictly in accordance with the terms and conditions stipulated in this tender notice.  No counter conditions will be acceptable or valid.

24. The tenderers must satisfy themselves by personal study the scope of proposed work and all conditions affecting the work before quoting.  There shall not be at any time after submission of the tender, dispute/complaint of any nature regarding the scope of work with regard to nature of the work to be done nor shall any application for compensation in terms of time and money shall be accepted by BHEL in regard to the above.

Signature of tenderer

25. Contractor shall be deemed to have included in his tender price of all the plant, machinery and appliances required for the purpose of all operations connected with the work embraced under the contract to secure a satisfactory quality of work and rate of progress which in the opinion of the " Contract Signing Officer" will ensure the completion of the work within the time specified.

26. The tender is called for one year. BHEL reserves the right to extend by one more on the same rate, terms & conditions during extended period.

27. The rates quoted by the contractor should be firm for the contract period.  There shall be no revision in contract rates during the period of the contract.  Any increase of statutory levies during the period of the contract will not be reimbursed.

28. BHEL reserves the right to negotiate for price reduction with L1 party and negotiated price will be considered as contract Amount for all practical purpose.

29. BHEL reserves the right to terminate the contract at any stage without assigning any reasons.

30. The tender should be submitted in sealed cover addressed to the Manager/Transport and duly super-scribed with the tender number, tender date, name of the work and due date of tender opening on the envelope. The tenders will be opened on tender due date at 13.30hrs in presence of those tenderers who choose to be present at Finance department, BHEL, Ramachandrapuram, Hyderabad.

31. The contractor must have phone facility at his office / residence or cellular phone for proper communication.

32. Successful tenderer shall pay a security deposit of 10% on the overall contract value, security deposit can be paid in any one of the following form:

i) Cash (as permissible under the income tax act)

ii) Pay order, Demand draft in favour of BHEL, Hyderabad.

iii) Local cheques of scheduled banks, subject to realisation.

iv) Bank guarantee from (Nationalised bank / Public institution as defined in the companies act) subject to maximum of 50% of the total security deposit value. The balance 50% has to be remitted either by cash or in the other form of security. The bank guarantee format should have the approval of BHEL.

v) Fixed deposit receipts issued by Nationalised bank / Public institution as defined in the companies act. The Fixed deposit certificates should be in the name of the contractor, A/C BHEL duly discharged on the bank.

33. Contractor is wholly responsible for all statutory requirements. In case of injuries / death occurs to any person deployed by him the contractor is responsible to pay the compensation. Any amount paid by BHEL in this respect shall be recovered from the contractor.

34. Withdrawal from contract during contract period will entail BHEL forfeiture of security deposit.

Signature of tenderer

35. Soon after acceptance of tender the contractor shall enter into a contract with BHEL, Ramachandrapuram, Hyderabad - 500 032.

36. The contract agreement shall be entered with BHEL, Ramachandrapuram, Hyderabad - 500 032 on valid Non judicial stamp paper of the value of Rs.100/- to be purchased by the contractor at his own cost.

37. Contractor shall ensure the deployment of maximum number of persons for operations of five (5) Heavy duty mobile cranes.
38. Contractor shall engage substitute operator or operators in event of a person / persons has / have fallen sick or has / have applied for leave.

39. Labour engaged by the contractor should be disciplined & exhibit good behaviour in dealings with employees of BHEL. Any misbehaviour or conduct of any person engaged by the contractor is not good, contractor shall change that person immediately or else it may even lead to termination of the contract & security deposit will get forfeited as penalty.

40. In case of any suit or other legal proceedings arising out of and relating to the contract to be entered into the courts at Hyderabad / Secunderabad and Sangareddy in Medak district only shall have the jurisdiction. 

41. The contractor should abide by the company's CISF security / safety rules and provide such safety requirements as per statutory rules and requirements of the factories act. 

42. In case of breach of any or those of the above terms and conditions by the contractor BHEL reserves the right to cancel the contract either in part or full.

43. Any dispute arising out of this contract should be referred to the sole arbitration of General Manager / M&S,SG of BHEL, Ramachandrapuram, Hyderabad - 500 032 or his authorised representative whose decision shall be final and binding on both the parties.

· Total load to be handled in 12 months is 52,000-Tonnes with the following mentioned equipment on daily basis:

i) Complete operation of Tata 955 Crane - 2 Nos.

ii) Complete operation of Tata 320 Crane - 2 Nos.

iii) Complete operation of Tata Escort Crane - 1 No.

· In addition to the Operation of Mobile Cranes for Material Handling Activities and day to day breakdowns the following Maintenance works are to be carried out.
· Reducing and extending the boom length according to the requirement i.e depending upon the length and weight of the job.

· Daily Maintenance of all the five Cranes:

a) Check Radiator for water filling.

b) Checking level of distilled water and condition of the battery.

c) Checking the tyres for Air pressure and inflating the tyre if required, if damaged / punchered replace the tyres.

d) Checking the Engine Oil level & filling if required.

e) Checking the fan belt condition and tightening, replace if worn-out.

f) Checking the fuel (Diesel) & filling if required.

g) Checking the brake oil level & fill if required.

· Weekly Maintenance of all five Cranes:

a) Greasing the vehicle parts wherever required.

b) Checking the Hydraulic oil and filling if required.

c) Lubricating the boom hoist, track and propeller shaft.

d) Steering and suspension maintenance work.

e) Check the clutch and brake, adjust if necessary.

· Fortnight Maintenance of all five Cranes:

a) Replacing the engine oil and filter according to the maintenance schedule.

b) Servicing the hub as per the schedule.

c) Track Maintenance and Lubricating as per schedule.

d) Boom Maintenance and Lubricating as per schedule.

Note: If any Major breakdown occurs a separate approval will be taken from competent authority to carry out the work.
