  (i) Benchmark Prime Lending Rate (BPLR) of SBI (as applicable on the   previous SBI working day of price bid opening/RA date) + 2%' for the period of relaxation sought by bidders. Bank Charges for LC opening for payment thro' LC, if insisted, shall also be loaded.
  (ii) Deviations (Commercial as well as Technical) from the tender specifications and conditions are generally not acceptable. However, if any deviation is considered by BHEL, the same shall be loaded for comparison, while evaluating the offer. Price discrepancy:

a) If there is a discrepancy between the unit price and the total price, which is obtained by multiplying the unit price and quantity, or between sub-totals and the total price, the corrected calculated price shall be considered for evaluation and ordering.
b) If there is a discrepancy between words and figures, the correct calculated price shall be considered for evaluation and ordering.
c) Unit prices quoted only shall be considered as correct for evaluation and ordering.
d) Taxes and duties if not specified clearly as extra shall be considered as included in the basic price & therefore shall not be reimbursed.
