1. Monthly checking of the extinguishers should  be done as per IS 2190:1992

2. The contract agency should make own arrangements for conveyance for attending work in BHEL.

3. Checking and maintenance works should be carried-out under the direction and supervision of OIC, CISF Fire Wing.

4.  Refilled gas cartridges will be provided from fire station. 

5. Other terms and conditions are as per the Tender Notice document. 
Procedure for checking of extinguishers

1. Complete  examining of the extinguishers from exterior

2. Opening of extinguisher,  cleaning/ dust removing

3. Checking of chemicals and washers

4. Oiling and greasing of all threaded components

5. Checking of rubber hose if any, replacing of components. 

6. Refilling of fire extinguishers if necessary, refills will be arranged by fire station

7. Stirring / shaking of powder in DCP extinguishers if required the powder should be removed and refilled

8. Washing and cleaning of extinguishers from inside before refilling

9. Weighing of CO2 extinguishers and gas cartridges for gas contents fitted inside the extinguishers  and CO2  extinguishers  for checking gas content and changing if required recording of extinguishers:  Date of checking/ refilling/ servicing/ pressure testing etc with checking observation and signature will be provided to the fire station before 5th of every month.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS:

1) Unit  rate should be inclusive of all taxes and duties per month per extinguisher also   should be indicated clearly in the unit rate column of Annexure-I,  rate of tax if applicable should be indicated separately.

2) Fire extinguishers are spread in different locations in factory area, Annexe buildings, stores, yards, township area,  Admn.bldg, canteens, HRDC workshop  etc 

3) Sufficient manpower should be engaged for monthly checking of fire extinguishers. 

4) PF Code and ESI code for firms is advantageous to get movement pass.

5) Work shall be taken up after the WORKS CONTRACT is awarded.  Any  delay in commencement or  gap in  between the two cycles ( more than 15 days)   will attract penalty  at 1/2% per week of the total contract value to the maximum of 10% for  not attending.  Skipping of monthly schedules will also attract penalty.
6) Contract operates on Unit rates; in any case, no revision of rates will be allowed during the contract period.

7) Contractor should make their own arrangements to report in BHEL for periodical checking  
8) Progressive payments will be arranged.  Bill can put up for once in ‘two months’ period.  Payment will be released only after obtaining certification on bill from Fire Services Department and Sr.Manager/ HR.    
9) Security deposit clause is applicable; Rate of SD is @ 10 % of the total value. SD Can be in any form  of the following
