           TECHNICAL  &  COMMERCIAL CONDITIONS TO BE  ADHERED  TO DURING THE CONTRACT PERIOD OF HIRING OF SELF LOADING &  UNLOADING  TRUCKS FOR USE IN STORES DEPARTMENT.

The contractor shall carryout and complete the said  allotted work  to the entire satisfaction of any officials duly  nominated  by  the  Company. The successful contractor shall have  to  enter  into  a contract with BHEL for a period of 1 year, ie., from the date of awardal of contract.

In  case of 2 MT lifting capacity truck period of  contract  will be 275 days per Year.

01.b
In  case of 5 MT lifting capacity truck or equivalent  side  fork lift,  period of contract will be 225 days per year.
             
The  period  may be vary for the above  2  trucks  for which the contractor has to agree.
