Contractor will keep watch on his employees and he will be liable for any pilferage / loss to BHEL due to acts of omission and commission by his employees.  Similarly, liability for any compensation to outsiders on account of any act of omission and commission by the employees deployed by the contractor shall lie exclusively with him.

Contractor shall observe Provisions of the Factories Act in respect of working hours, 
holidays, rest intervals, leave and overtime to his employee.  No work shall be 
done on  
second / third shift, overtime, Sundays or on other declared holidays without written 
permission.

In case a contractor employs women as employee he will discharge his obligation under law 
in respect of such women workers such prohibition of engaging them during night-
hours, prohibition of employing them for more than 9 hours per day, provision of

facility, grant of maternity leave as per rules etc.

Contractor shall be responsible for making payment of wages before expiry of 7 days from the last day of wage period and to ensure disbursement of wages in the presence of the authorities representative of contract operating division who shall record under his signature at the end of entries in the Register of wages.

In case the Contractor does not carry out the Contractual / Statutory obligations or the services rendered by him are found to be unsatisfactory, BHEL shall bring the same to his notice and he will be obliged to discharge the obligations and rectify 
the ficiency / anomaly within three days time failing which, BHEL reserves the right to terminate the contract without assigning any reason whatsoever.  In such an event, no damages will be payable for short closure of the contract.

4.
The contractor shall deposit an amount of Rs.______________ as security with BHEL in the form of pay order / bank guarantee / FDI in the name of contractor A/c - BHEL duly discharged on the back.  Alternatively, the amount of security deposit can be adjusted partly from EMD and balance amount from subsequent bills.  This security deposit shall be liable to be returned to the contractor after termination of the contract or at the end of it, subject to deduction on account of company dues, non-deposit of statutory dues etc.  No interest shall be payable on the security deposit.
