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Instruction to tenderers

1. Tender without tender document fee and required EMD in favour of BHEL Jhansi shall not be considered.

2. The tender shall be submitted in two separate envelopes (i) The envelope-A super scribed with "Techno commercial bid" (ii) The envelope-B super scribed with "Price bid". The two envelopes, A&B, must be enclosed in an outer envelope clearly mentioning offer for tender no and due date of tender opening . 

3. The techno commercial bid shall consist of Demand draft drawn in favour of BHEL Jhansi, payable at Jhansi, separately, for EMD and tender documents' cost of Rs 200 (if documents down loaded from web site) and all the required documents as per tender terms and conditions. In case the bidder has not satisfied all the conditions along with documentary proof, the tender will be rejected.

If it is made by firm, it shall be signed with the



copartner ship name by a member of the firm, who shall also sign his own



name, also furnish the name and corporation, it shall be signed by duly



authorised officer who shall produce with the tender, satisfactory evidence of



his authorisation. Such tendering corporation/firm is required to furnish



evidence of its existence along with bid.

9. It is being understood that the tender documents have been sold/issued to


the tenderer and the tenderer is being permitted to tender in consideration of


the stipulation on his part that after submitting the tender, he will not recall



his offer or modify the terms and conditions thereof in a manner not



acceptable to the 'officer inviting the tender', should the tenderer fail to



observe or comply with the foregoing stipulation, the EMD shall be forfeited.

10. Tenderers have to quote their rates in the tender legibly written in figures

and words. Price bid shall be filled in price bid format, tender document 3, price bid on other form shall not be accepted.
