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Repair  of duct in 05 shop fettling shop ( location- between column E5-E6).
Job work:  During shot blasting operation   some dust will emit  which will let out to atmosphere through roof top openings.  

Duct provided  between  shot blasting and  roof level was broken and hanging in 05 ferrous fettling shop.  

Temporary measures like patch works are futile. It needs permanent solution, is explained in the following paragraph.

DUCT is to be fabricated with MS Sheets and re-erected in place of old. Proper closing at roof top level.  Size of the duct is 700 mm X 700 mm X 15 meters length.
