   ANNEXURE-I

Terms and conditions for entering into rate contract for Hiring of Mobile Cranes of 12T Capacity – 1No., 20T Capacity – 1No. (Tyre Mounted types) & 75T Capacity – 1No. (Crawler type) on Rate Contract basis for the use of BHEL, Ramachandrapuram, Hyderabad-502032 for a period of one year.          

Definition of Terms:

       Contractor/Agency shall mean the bidder whose bid will be accepted by BHEL and shall include such successful bidders legal representatives, successors and assignees from time to time for the purpose of the contract.

Officer shall mean the official(s) authorized by BHEL to act as person-in-charge of transport department BHEL R.C.Puram Hyderabad – 502 032.

General terms & Conditions:                

1. The basic rate for 10Hrs. operation on per day basis (daily from 8.30Hrs to 19.00Hrs. with half an hour break for lunch) should be quoted in Annexure-III along with rate per extra Hour beyond 10Hrs. is also to be quoted as mentioned in Annexure-III which is enclosed (Price bid).

2. Once the contract is finalized the Mobile Cranes should be at the operational disposal of BHEL during the entire contract period of one (1) year. 

3. Three Mobile Cranes one each of 12T Capacity tyre mounted, Model 2002 & later, 20T Capacity tyre mounted, Model 2000 & later & 75T Capacity Crawler Crane, Model 1997 & later as per technical specifications Annexed at Annexure-IV along with drivers & helpers are required by BHEL, R.C.Puram for material movement inside factory including Sundays & holidays.
4. The Mobile Cranes shall meet the statutory requirement as per factories act of inspection by competent authority once per year. Copy of the inspection report shall be produced when asked by executing officer. Same shall be renewed at your expense
5. FUEL WILL BE GIVEN BY BHEL. RATES SHOULD BE QUOTED WITHOUT FUEL COST 
6. Tenderer may submit there offer for all capacities of Mobile cranes or any combination or may even quote for single crane also. Tenders will be evaluated on capacity of the cranes and L1-party against each Capacity will be awarded the job work.

7. All the offers received will be scrutinized and only the technically qualified offers will be considered. Technically not qualified offers will be rejected.

8. All entries in the tender should be clearly written in ink or typed and all corrections are to be duly attested by the tenderer.

9. Issue of tender documents does not mean that the bidder fulfils the qualifying requirements of the contract.

10. Submission of offer shall mean that the bidder has read the bid documents and agrees to abide by the terms and conditions mentioned in the documents.

11. Quotation should be valid for a period of Six months from the date of opening of Techno Commercial Bid.   

12. No other person except contractor’s authorized representative will be allowed in BHEL premises.                                                                                                                              

13. Within BHEL premises, the contractor’s personnel should not do any work other than their   normal duties. 
14. The tenders will be finalised based on lowest rate per 10Hrs. operation basis in each type / capacityof Mobile Crane.                                                         
15. Transport contractor should provide cell phone to the driver to facilitate communication at the time of emergencies/breakdowns/accidents and any other important message to be passed to the contractor.

16. Contractor is solely responsible for payment of wages/salaries and allowances to his personnel. BHEL will have no liability whatsoever in this regard.

17. The contractor shall arrange alternate driver or helper in case he falls ill, on leave or absconds from duty immediately.

18. The contractor shall make available relief Mobile Crane in case of breakdown or accident Such relief Mobile crane will be subject to the same conditions of maintenance and compliance with statutory requirements as those covered by the contract.

19. The Transport contractor should obtain at his own cost, all required permits, licenses, pollution certificate etc., and its renewals for running his vehicle without break or any type of difficulty during the entire contract period. Failure to maintain these requirements will entail BHEL for cancellation of the contract.

20. If the transport contractor is not able to provide his Cranes of capacities mentioned, alternate arrangement will be made by BHEL and the extra cost incurred will be recovered from the transport contractors pending bills.

21. Transport contractor to obtain insurance cover for his employees and equipment / tools / tackles etc. and take third party risk insurance coverage at his own cost. BHEL will not be responsible for any loss, damage, pilferage of his property and / or his employees.

22. Contractor shall be directly responsible for providing necessary staff like licensed drivers with the prescribed uniform. He will also be responsible for their courteous behaviour toward the CISF authorities and BHEL authorities. 

23. The Mobile Cranes should be registered duly insured i.e. comprehensive insurance and the same should be renewed from time to time during contract period at his own cost. Transport contractor will be fully responsible for the safe material movement inside the factory premises.

24. The transport contractor should abide by the company’s CISF security rules and shall provide safety PPEs (Personnel Protection Equipment) to the drivers.

25. The transport contractor shall ensure that Mobile crane deployed under this contract agreement is covered by a comprehensive insurance policy. Under no circumstances shall BHEL be liable to compensate for any loss or damage that may be caused to the Mobile Cranes by accidents or complications arising out of such contingencies like fire, theft, riots, strikes and terrorism damage whether inside or outside BHEL premises while engaged.

26. In case BHEL be held liable for any loss, damage or compensation to third parties arising from or in relation to transport operations done by the transport contractor, such loss, damage or compensation shall be paid by the transport contractor to BHEL together with the costs incurred by BHEL on any legal proceedings pertaining thereto.

27. The contractor is directly responsible for injuries / death of Mobile crane driver or any person employed by him arising due to accident or otherwise of Crane during the contractual period. At any point of time, BHEL will not be responsible for any loss / damage either to the person or to the crane arising out of accident of the crane for performing the contractual obligations.

28. The transport contractor will have to indemnify BHEL against the following, in case the same is thrust upon BHEL:

(a) All claims for injury or damage to any person property caused by his negligence or   

       negligence of his employees while on operation which are to be settled by contractor.

     (b)  Failure in observance of Labour and industrial laws by the contractor.

(c) All claims by way of compensation and all other types of unforeseen claims which may occur in the course of contract incurred by contractor.
(d) All payments by way of compensation or otherwise which BHEL may be called upon to make under the provisions of the relevant acts to any workmen as aforesaid, and any cost incurred by BHEL in connection with any claim preferred by such workmen and or against all action, claim and demands whatever in respect thereof or in any loss, injury or damages whatever to any third person arising out of or occasioned by the negligent, imperfect or improper performance of this contract by the transport contractor, their workmen servants or agents shall be recovered from contractor.

(e) For all claims, payments and losses that BHEL may have to make or suffer on account thereof the transport contractor shall whenever required to do so by BHEL or Govt. officials authorized under law, produce for inspection all forms, register and other papers required to be maintained under various statutes.

29. Any amount recoverable from transport contractor towards the loss / damage will be recovered from the outstanding payments due. In case the amount is insufficient for such recoveries, transport contractor shall make good the balance amount by remitting in the cash office at   BHEL. The company reserves the right to enter into parallel contracts for the same period or any part thereof.

30. BHEL reserves the right to refuse / cancel the tender at any stage without assigning any reason.

31. This contract may be terminated at any time without paying compensation whatsoever to the transport contractor in case of misbehavior, disobedience, dishonesty, clandestine insolvency, any court order, non-sanction of road permit or any other related activities on their part or their failure to fulfill the terms and conditions of this agreement.                                                                                                                                        

32. The rates quoted shall remain valid for one year from the date of award of work
33. An amount as per the table given below towards EMD shall be paid in cash at BHEL cash office or by demand draft drawn in the name of “Bharat Heavy Electricals Limited” payable at Hyderabad and shall be enclosed to the techno-commercial bid.

 ii)  On refusal to enter into a contract after the contract is awarded.

iii)  If the successful tenderer does not commence the services from the date indicated in the LOI.  

32. No interest will be payable by BHEL on Security Deposit amount.

33. The transport contractor shall submit his bills on 5th day of the following month. The trips will be authorized by the user or transport pool authorities. In case the bills are not    submitted by 5th of the following month, these bills cannot be settled in the month in which the bills are received. All payments will be made only in the name of the party mentioned in R.C. Book on whose name it is registered.     

34. The orders, notices or any correspondence to the transport contractor will be sent to the  address furnished by registered post. This is deemed to have been served on the transporter, on date of report of delivery of such correspondence. The transport contractor shall carry out the orders without any delay.                                                                                                                     

35. Soon after the acceptance of the tender, the transport contractor shall enter into an agreement with M/S BHEL, R.C.Puram, Hyderabad – 502 032. The agreement shall be entered on Non-judicial stamp paper of the value of Rs.100/- to be purchased by the transport contractor at his own cost.
37. M/s BHEL, R.C.Puram, Hyderabad-502032 reserves the right to accept any tender or  part of any  tender without assigning any reasons thereof irrespective of the fact  whether the   accepted tender  is the lowest or not.

38. The contract once finalized will be valid for one year from the date of awardal. BHEL has the right to cancel the contract in case of poor or bad service. BHEL reserves the right to extend the contract for one more year on the same rate, terms & conditions. 

     39. In case of any suit or other legal proceedings arising out of and relating to the contract to be entered into, the courts at Hyderabad / Secunderabad and  Sangareddy  in Medak             District  only   shall have the jurisdiction.

     40. Tax will be deducted at source from the running bills as per applicable income tax rules and other   statutory requirements.

     41. Any dispute arising not of this contract should be referred to the sole arbitration of General Manager/ M&S of BHEL. R.C.Puram, Hyderabad-32 or his   authorized representative and whose decision shall be final and binding on both the particles.

    42. The transport contractor should ensure that the Mobile Cranes operators shall meet the following:

          (a) Minimum of 2 years experience of driving Cranes 

          (b) The driver shall not smoke / be drunk while on duty.
 43. It is the responsibility of the contractor to arrange the No. of drivers depending upon the    operational hours per day.

44. The prices quoted should be inclusive of all taxes & duties
      PENALTIES: 

      BHEL, R.C.Puram will impose penalty for not supplying the Crane for material handling activities in the event of breakdown or accident or for any other reason except 20 days for maintenance per annum in case of 12T & 20T Capacity Mobile Cranes & except 30 days of maintenance per annum in case of 75T Capacity Mobile Crane. An amount as mentioned below against each capacity of crane will be deducted on per day basis from the running bills.
