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INSTRUCTIONS TO TENDERERS

2. The prices should be net F.O.R. destination inclusive of risk in transit and remain valid for 60 days from the due date.  Whenever the tenderers quote F.O.R. destination through Railways Station/Lorry Go-down they should indicate the approximate freight charges up to destination. 

3. Taxes and duties where payable extra to the quoted price should be specifically stated in quotations, failing which the purchaser will not be liable for payment of the same. 

4. The payments of invoices will be sent through e-payment. Sellers may submit the Bank Name, Branch and Account number along with the invoices so that the payment may be made through EFT (e-payment). 
5. The prices quoted shall be firm and no revision of prices will be entertained after the quotations are opened. 

6. The rates shall be entered in figures as well as in words. In case of difference in rates between words and figures, the lesser of the two will be treated as valid rate.
