b) Assisting the expert to check all machine parts and thorough cleaning of machine parts with kerosene and kora cloth by engaging fitters and helpers. Keeping all cleaned machine parts near to erection area. Kerosene and Kora cloth will be issued free of cost by BHEL.

c) After cleaning of machine parts, for erection of machine, contractor has to assist erection experts in carrying out erection of machine in a sequence. For this contractor has to arrange supervisor, skilled workers and helpers throughout the execution of work.

d) Assisting to experts in geometrical accuracies checking, Laser calibration ,provide manpower during 48 Hrs. dry run test & job trial works. Contractor has to deploy supervisor, fitters and helpers during the execution of the above work.
