35.0) Grace Period: An additional eight days grace period shall be allowed for taking shutdown in railway crossing for each gate enroute from Hyderabad to Machilipatnam. However, bidder has to submit documentary evidence in support of above claim.            
36.0) It is the responsibility of the Bidder to ensure that the age of the vessel  being offered for ocean /sea carriage is less than 25 years and complies with all the necessary regulations of international trade and Insurance regulations. Shipping Corp. of India owned vessels are exempted from age restriction. Vessels approved by M/s New India Assurance Co. and thus exempted from payment of any overage extra insurance premiums are also acceptable.
37.0) All taxes, charges and dues of vessel, if any, during execution of this contract shall be on bidder account both in loading port and in the discharge port.
