     SPECIAL TERMS & CONDITIONS FOR HIRING TRUCK / MINI TRUCK FOR BHEL , JHANSI  
1.  Tenders are invited in two bid system for Hiring  of Truck (9MT Capacity) and Mini truck (3.5MT Capacity) of reputed  truck owners    for a period of  one  year for transportation of inward and outward material( finished goods , raw material , components, steel etc.) from  BHEL, Jhansi to   UP, MP, Rajasthan, Chatishgarh, Uttarakhand & New Delhi  & from  there  to BHEL Jhansi and also from one place to another place in above states. BHEL will ensure minimum business of 4000 KM per month  for normal truck and 1833 KM per month for mini truck (i.e. minimum 48000 KM per year for normal truck & 22000 KM per  for mini truck). 

1 SCOPE OF WORK:- 

(a)   INCOMING CONSIGNMENTS:-  of materials, equipment and     sundry    items from our sub-contractors/ supplier works/BHEL, Bhopal   works /SAIL stock yards/Air  Ports/ Customer’s sites or works at any    point  in   UP, MP,Rajasthan,  Chatishgarh, Uttarakhand &  New Delhi   to our works at Jhansi.

(b)  OUT GOING CONSIGNMETS:-  of equipment, materials and sundry items from our works at Jhansi  to any destination in  UP, MP,Rajasthan, Chatishgarh, Uttarakhand & New Delhi  on site/door delivery basis 
(c)
Consignments of materials, equipment and sundries from any point to any point in          UP,   MP, Rajasthan, Chatishgarh, Uttarakhand & New Delhi.  

2 QUALIFYING REQUIREMENT:-

The bidders should full fill following requirement

(a) Should be owner of  minimum 2 Nos. 9MT truck and 2 Nos. Mini truck of 3.5MT capacity duly permitted by RTO  for movement in  above states (Bidder has to submit photocopy authenticated by RTO along with tender).

(b) Photocopy of PAN no.

(c) Income tax return  of  3 years.

(d) Bidder should be  registered for Service tax,  as  applicable.  
(e) Bidder should have well equipped office and representative ( having  mobile, communication facility)  near by BHEL Jhansi.

(f) The truck/mini truck  must be available round “O” clock in the BHEL campus.  

(g) Truck and Mini truck of  reputed  company  ( year of manufacture not before 2008)  Trucks   registered    RTO must  have permit for UP, MP, Rajasthan,  Chatishgarh , Uttarakhand & New Delhi. 

(h) The Bidder must have office at BHEL, Jhansi/Jhansi . In case  office   is not available at Jhansi, same should be opened within  one month of award. Bidder is to give under taking in this regard in their offer.

(i) Since the drivers, necessary staff  for operating trucks will be employed by truck  owner at their cost / liability, bidders  must ensure availability of   valid labour   license, PF & ESI Registration under the relevant labour law as applicable.

3 DOCUMENTS TO BE SUBMITED ALONGWITH THE TENDER-

(a)  Photocopy   authenticated by RTO along with tender for  ownership of truck (9MT & 3.5MT).

(b) Valid Driving license of Driver for LMV & Heavy vehicle.

(c) Required EMD  along-with the tender. 

(d) Under taking that they will provide truck manufactured not  before 2008. And they will submit  required paper within 30 days.

(e)  The under taking they will comply relevant  clauses  as applicable  during currency of the contract. 

(f) Photo copy of  last 3 years income tax return.

(g) Photo copy of PAN .

(h) Self declaration for not  being panelized  by court or not black listed / suspended by BHEL any unit.  

(i) Blank price bid format.
(j) Under taking that bidder shall get them  registered for service tax as  applicable on getting award, if they are not registered.

Note:

5  EMD

a. Earnest money is to be submitted by  bidder along with tender . The EMD of  Rs.  60,000.00 should be enclosed along with the tender in form of Bank Draft / Banker Cheque in favour of BHEL,Jhansi drawn on Jhansi. The EMD may also be deposited in cash as permissible as per income tax rule ( In cash office of BHEL) and photocopy of cash receipt has to be enclosed alongwith  tender.

6 . VALIDITY OF CONTRACT:-

The above contract shall be valid  for one year from date of award of  contract. There is a provision of extension of contract for one more year at  the option of BHEL Jhansi on mutual agreed  basis.

7. BUSINESS VOLUME:-

It is expected that during  one year  of  contract period , distance  travelled will be approximately 65000 KM  for  9MT  Truck and 22000 KM for 3.5MT Mini Truck for  inward  & outward dispatch .

 This business volume  of KM distance is only tentative ,and actual may vary as per operational requirement.

8. TRANSIT PERIOD:-

i) Normal Truck /Mini truck  should travel minimum   200 KM per day . Truck driver 

must give status of movement   on daily basis else BHEL has option to take penal action  

suitably .

ii) It is possible that  in many cases Truck  may move empty or with part load only. Truck should not carry any item not authorized  by BHEL CDC . If it is found that truck has carried  any items not authorized by BHEL except driver or staff personal belonging , BHEL will have right to take suitable penal action which can  go from extent of non-payment of respective bills to suspension of business and even termination of contract in extreme cases.

iii) Penalty for delay in delivery: If the consignment are not delivered within the transit schedule a penalty @ 2% per week  of  bill amount   subject to the maximum of 10% will be applicable.
9. Evaluation: 

a) The price bids of only the technically and commercially qualified bidders shall be opened (who confirm compliance to all the terms and conditions.)
b) Tender will be decided based on total  overall  quoted value  a+b  (D= B x C as per  price bid Annexure -A ) for  both category i.e. 1 no normal truck as well as  1 no mini truck. Negotiation, if required may be held with L-1 (lowest bidder) at the option of BHEL. Contract will be awarded to  lowest   bidder  L-1 on over all basis as per price schedule. 

10. PRICE VARIATION CLAUSE: The price variation for Diesel price shall be as per clause no. 09 of General terms and conditions. No other extra charges shall be paid by BHEL for any other amount.
10.1  The truck owner should   keep trucks ready duly filled with  Diesel or any  other requirement for movement. If diesel /other fuel is required to be  filled , same should be taken   from near by  Petrol pump of the location  of the truck  or Veerangana Petrol Pump in BHEL campus. 
11.  Payment terms: 

Payment will be made on monthly basis of actual kilometers completed to different places   against submission of  company bills (2copies) within 45 days  of submission  of the bills; no interest shall be paid for overdue amount. For out ward  and inward dispatches  and point to point dispatches , consignment note receipt is to be enclosed with the bills. Inward dispatch against PO placed by MM is to be authorized by MM executive. Out ward dispatch against customer PO is to be authorized by Commercial executive , Equipment dispatched for testing purpose  is to be authorized by design executive. Other than above and also for local trip , CDC  executive will authorize/authenticate  dispatch. 

The initial meter reading shall be taken on reporting for duty at CDC deptt. at BHEL, Jhansi. The final meter  reading shall be the meter reading at the point of completion of duty at BHEL, Jhansi after each return trip. For point to point movement – distances as per motor guide shall be binding. However , CDC  head not below DGM can approve alternative route on need basis or in case  transportation is not possible/ convenient / safe in prevailing situation   for  reasons beyond  reasonable  control of truck owner. 

As per tender ,  BHEL will ensure minimum business of 4000 KM per month for  normal truck and 1833 KM per month for mini truck. However  even in case distance travelled by the trucks for BHEL purpose is less than above ensured   KM per month, BHEL will make  payment for  4000KM  per month for Normal Truck & 1833 KM per month  for Mini Truck as per agreed rates   subject to  satisfactory   compliance of  all terms and conditions of contract.

12.   Any Extra Charge: 

BHEL will not reimburse any extra charge other than  rate  quoted/agreed with BHEL by truck owner . However  Central Government or State Government taxes, levies, duties(i.g. Service tax, Education Cess, entry tax,  Octorai  charges,  penalty/levies  imposed by RTO  only for overweight & over height  for  carrying  BHEL authorized  items ).The documentary evidence from Government authorized agency  in original or photo copy duly certified  by  Government authorized agency  to be produced by the truck owner along with the bills. Toll tax,  will be reimbursed  against original receipt produced by truck owner as  actual.
