The contractor shall maintain regular contact with the designated employee(s) of 
BHEL 
and will interact on matters relating to the work awarded under this contract.

3.
In case the Contractor does not carry out the Contractual / Statutory obligations or the services rendered by him are found to be unsatisfactory, BHEL shall bring the same to his notice and he will be obliged to discharge the obligations and rectify the deficiency / anomaly within three days time failing which, BHEL reserves the right to terminate the contract without assigning any reason whatsoever.  In such an event, no damages will be payable for short closure of the contract.

4.
The contractor shall deposit an amount of Rs.65000 as security or 10% of the contracted amount with BHEL in the form of pay order / bank guarantee / FDI in the name of contractor A/c - BHEL duly discharged on the back.  Alternatively, the amount of security deposit can be adjusted partly from EMD and balance amount from subsequent bills.  This security deposit shall be liable to be returned to the contractor after termination of the contract or at the end of it, subject to deduction on account of company dues, non-deposit of statutory dues etc.  No interest shall be payable on the security deposit.

The decision of BHEL regarding interpretation of any of terms and conditions set forth in this agreement shall be final and binding on the Contractor.

Any matter arising out of or in connection with the agreement shall be under 
jurisdiction of Sanga Reddy Court.

7.
Notwithstanding anything contained in this Agreement, the contract may be terminated by BHEL without assigning any reason thereof by giving a notice of 30 days to the contractor.

All disputes arising in connection with the contract shall be settled by mutual consultation.  If no agreement is reached the dispute shall be settled in accordance with the provisions of the Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 and the rules made there under.  The dispute shall be referred for arbitration to any arbitrator to be appointed by the Head of the Unit.  The award of the arbitrator shall be final and binding on both the Parties.  The venue of the Arbitration shall be Hyderabad in India.  The Award to be given by the Arbitration shall be a speaking award.  All questions, disputes, differences arising under, out of or in connection with this contract shall be to the exclusive jurisdiction of Sanga Reddy Courts.
