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Technical specification for packing of Fr 9FA Gas Turbine

Introduction:

This specification covers the packing requirements of the Fr-9FA GT, prior to
shipment. The preservation and packing requirements specified herein are
intended to ensure safe preservation during transportation of the 9FA Gas
turbine.

Scope:

A. All machined and unpainted surfaces shall be coated with rust preventive.

Wood being hygroscopic, any direct contact with machined casing
surfaces is prohibited.

Machined surfaces must be positioned at least 5Smm from any wood. The
spacing shall be maintained by usage of a spacer (plastic, nylon, rubber
etc) which will not absorb moisture.

B. The instrumentation leads (wires) of both the front and rear bearings are to
be neatly rolled taped and secured.

C. To prevent entry of moisture or any foreign object into the compressor air
flow path through the Inlet Case bell mouth, the annular space shall be
sealed as follows:

Layer 1: 5mm corrugated fiberboard shall make the first layer of
arrangement. Paper shall be securely held with adhesive tape as shown in
Fig 1.

Layer 2: Long sheets of moisture absorbent “Brown paper” shall be
crumpled and stuffed between each strut. This brown paper is also to be
stuffed in the Bearing #1 tunnel area (refer fig 2).

Layer 3: After the said sealing, Wrap the inlet case with 0.6 mm tarpaulin
and secure it with suitable adhesive tape.

D. To prevent entry of moisture and foreign body into the exhaust flow path
the aft end of the exhaust frame is to be sealed with two layers of brown
paper sheets supported and taped on the exhaust frame struts and wooden
planks bolted on the outer and inner SS cladding flange. (refer fig:3)

Over this , wrap the exhaust frame flange with a 0.6 mm tarpaulin and
secure it with suitable adhesive tape.

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E .After testing the test fuel nozzles will be dismantled. The Combustion Can
flanges shall be covered with blind flanges. Similarly all cooling & sealing
air pipe opening after dismantling of the pipes need to be sealed with blind

flanges. This activity needs to be completed by shop assembly.
