vi) Fixed Deposit Receipt issued by Scheduled Banks/ Public Financial Institutions as defined in the Companies Act. The FDR should be in the name of the contractor, A/C BHEL, duly discharged on the back.

vii) Security deposit can also be recovered at the rate of 10% from the running bills. However in such cases at least 50% of the Security Deposit should be collected before start of the work and the balance 50% may be recovered from the running bills.

(Note: In case of small value contracts not exceeding Rs. 10 lakhs and all SAS jobs, work can be started before Security Deposit is collected. However, payment can be released only after collection/ recovery of initial 50% Security Deposit).

	Confidentiality:

3.0 BID OPENING







3.1 PART-I (Techno-commercial bid) will be opened on the due date and time as specified in the Enquiry Letter, in the presence of Vendors who may like to attend.  Part-II (Price Bid) will be opened only for such offers, which have qualified for PART-I. 

3.2 In case of public opening, date and time of Price Bid (Part-II) opening shall be intimated to the technically and commercially acceptable Vendors only.

3.3 Not more than two representatives will be permitted to be present for the tender opening. 

3.4 The price bid opening will be after freezing all the technical and commercial terms.

3.5 No correspondence shall be entertained from the Vendors after the opening of Price Bid(s). 

3.6 Standard pre-printed conditions of the Vendors attached to the offer will not be accepted and only those mentioned in the body of his offer will be considered.

3.7 Unsolicited bids shall not be entertained. Unsolicited revised Price Bids also, shall not be entertained at any stage of the tendering process. 

3.8 No Literature, Pamphlets other than what is specified is to be enclosed. All such enclosures shall be considered as unread and also will not be considered as part of the quotation. 

3.9 Manufacturer's name, trade Mark or Patent No., if any, should be specified in case of spares/replacement parts.

3.10 BHEL reserves the right to negotiate the tender, if required.

4.0 VALIDITY OF OFFER

4.1 Offer shall be kept valid for Three months from the due date of tender opening (Part-I) for BHEL acceptance.

5.0 LANGUAGE  & CORRECTIONS

5.1 The Vendor shall quote the rates in English language and international numerals only. The metric system of units shall be used, for the purpose of tender.

6.0 REJECTION OF BID AND OTHER CONDITIONS

6.1 Any format not properly filled, partially filled or not filled will make the bid liable for rejection. Vendors are requested to note that all columns, rows and spaces provided to fill up the data must be filled with relevant data without fail. In case any Vendor fails to do so or fills up irrelevant data, BHEL is not bound to seek clarifications on such items and will be free to reject the tender summarily.

6.2 The acceptance of bid will rest with the BHEL and does not bind BHEL to accept the lowest or any bid and BHEL reserves to itself, full rights for the following without assigning any reasons, whatsoever:

a) To reject any or all the bids.

b) To increase or decrease the quantities.
6.3 Late bids are liable to be rejected.

6.4 The offer is liable to be rejected, if it is found after the Price Bid Opening that the Checklist of Price Bid submitted by the Vendor, as a part of Part-II offer, is different from the Price Bid.

6.5 If the Vendor deliberately gives wrong information in his bid, BHEL reserves the right to reject such a bid at any stage or to cancel the Order/Contract and forfeit EMD /SD as surety 

6.6 The Vendor shall quote prices for all items.

6.7 Non-compliance with any of the requirements and instructions of the Tender Enquiry may result in the rejection of the bid.

7.0 TENDER EVALUATION 


7.1 The offers will be evaluated based on the lowest total cost to BHEL for the entire scope of the tender.

7.2 Totals /Gross Total of Prices should be indicated both in words as well as in figures. If there is a difference between price quoted in words and figures or if there is any other price discrepancy, higher value(s) will be considered for evaluation and lower values will be considered for ordering.

7.3 Offers will be considered only from the Vendors, who will take total unconditional responsibility to maintain the Computer Equipment and give guarantee to maintain 95% quarterly uptime with penalty for not maintaining this uptime as specified elsewhere in the tender.
7.4 Order/contract or any part thereof shall not be sub-contracted, assigned or otherwise transferred without prior written consent of BHEL.
7.5 BHEL reserves the right to reject or consider any offer without assigning any reason whatsoever.
