The tenderer shall, keep and produce for inspection at all times, forms, registers and other
records required to be maintained under various statutes in order to enable scrutiny by the
Company whenever required.

The tenderer shall produce to the Company, the documentary proof of payment of the said
statutory dues. Non-observance of the provisions will be construed as default by the
Tenderer in making such payment, and payment of his bill will be deferred.

The Income tax as applicable will be deducted from the bill of the contractor.
Each tenderer will be required to maintain the daily attendance of his labours in the

prescribed Performa for accounting payment of minimum wages, deduction towards ESI &
PF Contributions, payment of Bonus, leave etc.

After Reverse Auction / Price-Bid Opening & Before issue of Work-

order (Award of contract)

guideline.

3. After RA, L-1 bidder needs to furnish full price breakup through service provider as per

2. Contractor needs to arrange all tools, tackles, other materials including ferrule-printing
machine, drilling-cutting-fastening tools, testing tools etc.

3. Each contractor should engage one full-time independent supervisor for this contract.
Supervisor need to submit his work-plan, material-status, commitment-for-completion-
of-work, attendance-of-his-man-power etc. as and when demanded by BHEL. Supervisor
should have full control over the man-power deployed and full command on the work.
BHEL will also issue any working drawing etc. directly to the supervisor.

Material (in the scope of the contractor) entry to BHEL-EPD is only permissible on
working days from 8:00hrs - 15:00hrs through material gate. Contractor needs to follow
the BHEL standard security policy for material entry.

Contractor should arrange required security mechanism for his tools, tackle or materials.
BHEL is not responsible for any damage.

During the execution of the contract, contractors will be bind the terms and conditions
as specified in the NIT.

BHEL will furnish the relevant IGA to the contractor any particular module, if required.
Contractors have to furnish the wiring and mounting of component lay-out within 1-
working day with or without having sample components. No components (purchased by
BHEL) will be allowed to take outside BHEL-EPD during the contract. Once approved
other contractors doing the same type module have to follow the same.

Bidder has to confirm that throughout the project only one type of wiring methodology
is followed.

Wiring should be neatly arranged with the help cable-ties or suitable saddles or other
materials.
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e Under normal circumstances, BHEL will provide all the materials in BHEL's scope required for
wiring of a particular switchboard.

e Incase certain material under BHEL's scope, is not made available to the wiring contractor at
the time of handing over the enclosure; the following rules should apply:-

o Wiring contractor should leave the crimped-lugged-ferruled wire even if measuring
instruments (digital and analog meters), indicating lamp & transducers are not made
available to the wiring contractor at the time of handing over the enclosure. Failure
to do so, it will be considered the failure of the contractor and LD will be applicable.

o Unavailability of any other items other than measuring instruments (digital and
analog meters), indicating lamp & transducers which is in BHEL's scope; delay due to
such things will not be attributable to the contractor.
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Before Intimating to Contractor
1. Foranychange in Part-A: Line item unit rates will be followed.
2. Forany change in Part-B: No claim will be entertained for any change in current rating of any
board on either end.
3. No unit-rate as per Volume-Ill Part-3 will be entertained.

For any scheme change, Volume-Ill Part-3 will be followed. For addition/change-in-quantity of part-A
and/or part-B, above rules will be followed.
