Substitute / extra items whose rates have already been approved would form part of contract quantities
for this purpose. Substitute / extra items which have been executed but rates have not been approved,
would also form part of contract quantities for this purpose and rates of such items shall be determined
in line with contractual provisions.

However, increase in quantities on account of additional scope in new tender shall not be considered
for this purpose.

GUARANTEE

If after the engineer has given written notice of this decision to the party, no claim to arbitration has
been communicated to you by the party within 30 days from the receipt of such notice, the said
decision shall become final and binding on the parties. In the event you being dissatisfied with any
such decision or if amicable settlement cannot be reached then all such disputed issues shall be
referred to the sole arbitration of the person appointed by the General Manager of BHEL.

Subject as aforesaid the provision of the Arbitration Act 1996 (India) or any statutory modification or
reenactment thereof and the rules made thereunder and for the time being in force shall apply to the
arbitration proceeding under this clause. The work under this contract shall continue to be performed
by you during the arbitration proceedings and no payment due or payable to you shall be withheld on
account of such proceedings. The venue of arbitration shall be such place as may be fixed by the
arbitrator in his sole discretion.
