3- The works are required to be completed within One year from the fifteen days after the date on  which the Engineer-in-charge  issues written orders to commence the work or from the date of handing over of the site ,whichever is later, in accordance with the phasing , if any , indicated by the Company/Corporation in the tender documents .the site is expected to be handed over on or about immediately.

4- No two or more concerns in which an individual is interested as a Proprietor and /or a partner shall tender for the execution of the same works , if they dose all such tenders shall be liable to be rejected.

5- The DGM - Civil / Estate shall be the Accepting Officer hereinafter refers to as such for the purpose of this contract.

SCHEDULE “C”
SPECIAL CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT

1. The BHEL General Conditions of contract shall an integral part of this contract. ( The BHEL General condition of contract may be seen in civil Office )

2. The Special Conditions of Contract (SCC) shall have overriding priority over General Conditions of Contract (GCC). Whenever there is any contradiction between the GCC and SCC, the SCC shall be treated as final.

3. The following General Conditions of Contract shall not be applicable; they shall be treated as deleted: 9(d), 34.A.2, 34.A.3, 34.A.4, 34.A.5, 34.A.6, 34.A.7, 34.A.8, 34.A.9, 34.A.10, 34.A.11, 34.A.12, 51.1 (b), 51.2, 51.3, 52.1, 53(b).2, 53(c), 53(d), 53(e), 53(e).1.

4. The contractor shall take necessary precautions for the safety of his workmen.
5. The contractor shall take proper care to avoid any damage to BHEL property. If any damage does take place, the contractor will be fully responsible for the same .The decision of Engineer in charge is such case shall be final and binding on contractor.
6. The contractor will follow all safety rules required in connection with execution of such type of works.

7. The contractor will have to get his workman insured at his cost. Work order will be issued on productions of this document to the deptt.

8. The contractor shall make his own arrangement for his residing the supervisor near by the township for execution/interest of work. If available the BHEL can provide the accommodation at commercial rent (electric charger and water charge extra) as per rule.

9. The Workman Compensation Act, its implications, licensing and liabilities of Minimum Wages Act will be entirely the responsibility of the contractor.
10. The workers should be trained enough for the work and should be engaged on approval of the engineer -in charge.
11. No minor worker will be allowed to work.
12. The contractor is advised to take insurance policy to cover accident risk under Workmen's Compensation Act in respect of workmen engaged by him.

13. The contractor shall be wholly responsible for the behavior of his workmen with the office staff and with the residents of the township.
14. Contractor will have to ensure that the work places are entirely cleaned  

15. In case any time contractor fail to arrange the work BHEL will deduct the expenses to make alternate arrangement for the same.
16. EXECUTION OF CONTRACT:
17.1 The successful Tenderer’s responsibility under this contract commences from the date of issue of the Letter of Intent by Bharat Heavy Electrical Limited.  The successful tenderer shall be required to execute a contract in the “Prescribed form’ as per GCC with BHEL within 15 days after the acceptance of his tender and in any case before the commencement of work.  The expenses for completion and stamping and registration of the agreement with prescribed authority, if necessary shall be borne by the Contractor.
17.2 The contractor shall commence the work within the time indicated in the Letter of intent and shall proceed with the same with due expedition without delay.
17.3 If the successful tenderer fails to commence the work within the stipulated time, BHEL, at its sole discretion, will have the right to cancel the contract.  His Earnest money and/or Security Deposit will stand forfeited without any further reference to him without prejudice to any and all of BHEL’s other rights and remedies in this regard.
17.4 All the works shall be carried out under the direction and to the satisfaction of BHEL.
18 Work shall be carried through out work period (contract period) without interruptions due to any Sunday /holiday round the clock and contractor has to make suitable   arrangement for the same without any extra compensation.
19 The contractor has to obtain registration numbers service tax code & account code etc from  commissioner ate of central excise and service tax , Kanpur  without which tender shall not be issued . He shall have to comply with the requirement of the commissioner ate.
20 The payment shall be made on the basis of measurement only as per unit given in schedule The contractor or his supervisor /authorized person maintained a register and entry the work /measurement immediately and verified daily/after the work  by BHEL supervisor .
21  MEASUREMENT OF WORK AND MODE OF PAYMENT
21.1 All payments due to the contractor shall be made by `Electronic Fund Transfer’. For this purpose the contractor has to give his account details in the standard format to be provided by BHEL Jhansi.
21.2 All payments will be made as per “Price Schedule” only after completion of that work. The same will be entered in measurement Book as running account (RA bill) & both the party will sign in that.
21.3  All recoveries due from the contractor for the month/period shall be affected in full from corresponding running bills unless specific approval from competent authority is obtained to the contrary. The recoveries could be I. Tax, VAT,  Water charges etc.
21.4 Measurement shall be restricted to that quantity for which it is required to ascertain the Financial liability of BHEL under this contract.
21.5 The contractor shall bear the expenditure involved if any, in meeting requirements.  The contractor shall, provide all the assistance with appliances and other thing necessary for Measurement or re-measurement.
21.6 Passing of bills covered by such measurement does not amount to acceptance by BHEL of the completion of the work measured.  Any left out work has to be completed by the Contractor, as directed.
21.7 Final measurement bill shall be prepared in the Performa prescribed for the purpose, based on the certificate issued by the Engineer that the entire work as stipulated in the tender Specifications has been completed in all respect to the entire satisfaction of BHEL. The Contractor shall give unqualified `No claim’ and `no demand’ certificate.  The abstract of final quantities and financial values shall also be entered in the measurement book and signed by both the parties. The final bill shall be paid within a reasonable time after completion of the work.  After the payment of final bill, only the guarantee obligation percentage value shall remain unpaid, which will be released as per GCC.

NOTE :- Normally it takes approximately 60 days for the payments to be released by  BHEL after
                 recording the measurements.
22 The works have to be carried out as per INDIAN RAILWAY specifications on labour basis. In case of defective  BHEL will have full right to reject the work or part  there of .Such defective work if any , will have  to be rectified at contractor's cost . The opinion of Engineer in charge shall be final in this matter. If the defective work is allowed to stand BHEL shall have the absolute right to reduce the rates for such items and the contractor shall have no claims over such defective work allowed on reduced rates . 
23 The contractor shall have to make his own storage sheds for materials.
24 Electric power for the legitimate use in the work shall be provided free of cost. 
25 The contractor shall get the daily attendance of staff engaged by him for the track laying work initialled  
          form  the engineer- in charge or by his authorised representative .

26. The quantity of each item has been mentioned in the tender on tentative. The actual quantity will be as

       per work given. The qunity may be variate as per requirement. The contract may be awarded on qverall

    lowest basis only.

27. Water charges @ 1% shall be deducted from the bills.
28. The contractor will have to depute a representative who shall (in the absence of the contractor ) report to the departments on all working days and liaison with the supervisor in charge for the works to be undertaken. The quantum of work shall vary form day to day and season to season. Failure to complete the work during peak season and failure to undertake the work during lean season can result in termination of the contract, for which contractor shall not be entitled to any compensation. 
29. Bharat Heavy Electrical ltd does not bind it self to accept the lower or any tender but reserve to it self the 
       right to accept or reject all or a part of any tender at its discretion . The work may be awarded to one 

contactor overall on lowest basis .  
30. Welding set, cutting set including oxygen and DA cylinder and electrodes shall be issued by BHEL free of 
       cost. 
31. The supplier shall furnish proper account of material issued by BHEL form time to time and make good the 
      deficiencies found, if any. 
32. following facilities shall be provided by BHEL free of cost.
(a) Electrical power for fabrication and assembly shall be provided at one point 
(b) Compressed air for fabrication and assembly shall be provided at one  point. 
33. Each set of points & crossing and diamond Crossing shall be taken equivalent to 100 meters.
34. The contractor shall inform well in advance in writing the requirement of various items which are to be 
supplied by BHEL .
35. The contractor shall employ labor ( such as mate keymen, gangman, trolley man etc ) Having adequate 

experience  in track maintenance/ laying  the minimum  strength of labour force shall be as per standard

36. In addition to the above the contractor shall also engage  a super visor  having wide supervisor experience

 of permnet way and held at least the rank of PWI on Indian Railway ways. He will inspect the work at least 

twice a week and issue necessary instruction  to the workers.

37. The contractor shall keep the point level xes and the switch portion of the point & crossing clean and well 

oiled and in proper working condition at all time during the entire period of contract. 

38. The curves, points and crossing, bridge level crossing etc. shall be inspected at regular intervals. The 

Schedule of inspection, made by the engineer - in-charge must be adhered and any defects detected in the

 course or such inspections, shall be rectified promptly and as per the direction of the engineer - in-charge.

39. It will be the responsibility of the contractor to contact the concerned Indian railway authorities for getting the 

Inspections done during the year before march and getting the safety certificate issued , which the contractor

 Will submit to the engineer - in-charge promptly, and further payments to the contractor shall be released only

42. Workers required to work inside factory area shall have to follow the factory shift timings and follow 
security rules. The work shall normally be arranged on working days only. However , it may also be arranged
on Sunday/Holiday /Late hours as directed by Engineer – in Charge Specific written permission of the
 Engineer – in – charge and chief of security shall be required for executing the work beyond normal working 
hours.

43. It will be the responsibility  of the contractor /PWI to carryout joint inspection along with engineer in charge
 of his representative at loast once in two weeks and submit . joint inspection report.

44. Routing Track inspection :

(VII) Arrange for replaying of all unserviceable  tools and plantsand defective of periodically examined.

(VIII) Wnsure that mate , keymen , gangmen ,trolly men, have a Knowledge of rules in which they should be
             regularly cancelled and periodically examined.

(IX)  Check the tools ,safety equipment and materials with gangs once a month.

(X)  He shall maintain the progress of the maintenance work in a gang chart which shoud be up dated every 
           time he makes a round of inspection .

(XI)  Measure and maintain the ‘reep’ of rails once in 3 month in creep register.

(XII) Conduct detailed inspection of points and crossing  and record the findings in  appropriate points and 
            crossing register. The points and crossings inspection shall be done once in 3 month for each points   

          and crossings.
